DISCUSSION – T/V Bermuda Islander Oil Spill – Frank Csulak  – NOAA SSC

Mr. Csulak provided the membership with an overview on the NRDA actions following the Bermuda Islander oil spill that occurred on April 25, 2006 in the Delaware Bay.  The incident occurred in a very critical time period during the annual shorebird migration, horseshoe crab spawning, recreational fisheries, etc.  NJDEP closed the oyster beds as a public health precautionary measure for a period of 6 days. The shellfish closure was rescinded when analysis of oyster tissue samples did not show any PAH levels above background.
