The presenters provided the membership with an overview of several health and safety case studies: the Athos I and the Calcasieu River Spill.  Mr. Doyle summarized these two recent events and described the problems and issues associated with being the safety officer (SOFR) for the field during these two incidents.  Safety played a very significant role in the response during these two incidents.  The IC / UC made sure that SAFETY had the fullest and broadest level of support for each response.  Safety was a priority for both of these events.
They summarized the safety officer roles and responsibilities.  The Safety program needs to work very closely with the operational section; both sections have a job to do, and they must work together to ensure that the response is managed in a safe, effective manner.  
PRESENTATION – USCG Basic Ordering Agreement (BOA) – Accessing Oil Spill Response Resources – Sharon Palustre, CG MLCLANT and John Allen, SEACOR

Ms. Palustre provided the membership with an overview of the USCG’s basic ordering agreement activation and use during oil spill response in support of the FOSC.  She provided an overview of the MLCLANT and the personnel, services and the establishment of a Basic Ordering Agreement.  MLCLANT will also negotiate incident-specific contracts for the FOSC when items not specifically covered by a BOA are needed.  They also assist with obtaining and oversight of personnel and services to address PRFA’s (Pollution Removal Funding Authorizations) for contracted resources from other government and non-government agencies.  
Ms. Palustre reviewed the reporting and filing needs for BOA and USCG personnel as well as PRFA’s in the field.  She summarized the required forms, e.g., the USCG 5136, and the required procedures for all contractors and the procedures for processing.  If they need to contract a contractor without a BOA, cost documentation will play a more significant role in the response documentation due to the contract ceiling established.  MLCLANT will also track overall spill costs, contractor costs, and any other purchases that are made to assist the FOSC.  

In addition, other government agencies (EPA, DOD, etc.) can use their BOAs.  On the USCG internet site, they have a list of BOA contractors and the services they can provide.  

Mr. Allen provided the follow-on to Ms. Palustre’s presentation on the BOA from the contractor’s perspective.  There is a website where both MLCLANT and MLCPAC list all of the districts and all their pre-established BOAs.  This information is available and both Ms. Palustre and Mr. Allen recommend that BOAs be listed in the Area Committees.
