Maryland

One of the wildlife issues being addressed by the MDE include:
1. Commercial harvesting of terrapins for sale in Japan and China - The Governor just signed a bill preventing this export.  

Tri-State Bird Rescue and Research Society (Tri-State) 
· Tri-State does not have many environmental concerns to report.  Recently, they participated in a small spill on the Manasquan River, in New Jersey.  The spills wildlife response was handled with the help of the community.
