Mr. Levine welcomed all participants.  The members present were asked to work through the handouts independently.  The presentation was designed to go through both websites and the handouts to get more experience with the two programs, CAMEO CHEMICALS, and the Chemical Response Tool.
Mr. Levine demonstrated how to gather information on chemicals within the CAMEO System.  He provided on overview of the information contained for each product and explained how the program provides the user with the ability to predict the reactivity of more than one chemical spilled or potentially spilled during a hypothetical incident.  
Mr. Levine also demonstrated the Chemical Response Tool.  The participants got experience using this on line tool with an exercise.   Using real-life examples, the members got to experiment with the Chemical Response Tool and see the types of information and resources that are available within the system
