Mr. Dennis Carney and Mr. Dave Ormes opened the meeting and welcomed committee members.

WORKGROUP MEETING REPORTS:
Training Workgroup - Mr. Ed Levine, National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA).
The Training Workgroup are working on a meeting schedule.  The Training Workgroup may meet during every other RRT meeting to identify additional training suggestions.  If a training session does not fit in the other workgroups, time can be allowed for the training workgroup to meet.  Mr. Levine ensured that members suggestions will be captured and addressed and the training workgroup will have annual breakout sessions to discuss priorities.  The Workgroup Chair is responsible for deciding and coordinating presenters.
Proposed Training Workshop scheduled for the May 2010 RRT III Meeting in Ocean City, Maryland:

· Panel Discussion and Training - Selection Guide Discussion Panel on Solidifiers.  Kevin Boyd, EPA is to coordinate this training.  In early February, Kevin Boyd will be sending invitations to vendors on demonstrations/presentations for 10 different solidifier products (9 companies).  One question about this event was, “Should the RRT provide an outline to vendors on topics to discuss, to keep vendors consistent?”  Linda Baines, RRT Co-Chair, will need to know if the vendors need logistical support and determine who pays for the exhibits.  Members were told to provide Linda Baines with specifics so that she can inform the hotel of vendor needs (Linda.H.Baines@uscg.mil).

Spill Response Countermeasures Workgroup – Mr. Kevin Boyd, EPA (Not Present)

Several presentations were provided during Spill Response Countermeasures Workgroup meeting: an update on the Selection Guide for Oil Spill Response Countermeasures, the National Contingency Plan (NCP) Product Schedule Subpart J, and SMART - Tier 3 monitoring.   
Mr. Ben Anderson requested that the Region III dispersants pre-authorization document be revisited to include the Endangered Species Act (ESA) and Essential Fish Habitat (EFH) reviews relative to dispersants use.  

Dennis Carney spoke with Charlie Huber (O’Briens Group) and Debra Scholz (SEA) regarding the need to streamline all of the Region III planning documents for dispersant use and include the resources in the update / evaluation. Charlie Huber is putting together a proposal for the workgroup to assist the Region III with updating the dispersant planning pieces to include SMART, the Selection Guide, the Region 3 Dispersant Employment Evaluation Plan (DEEP), etc. into a single document prior to the USCGs activation of their new dispersant capability requirements of February 2011.  

Information Management Workgroup – Ms. Catherine Pomerantz (FEMA)
Nothing new to report.  Ms. Mercogliana Pomerantz provided an information briefing on Transportation Community Awareness and Emergency Response (TRANSCAER) and the Department of Transportation (DOT) HAZMAT Fusion Centers.

DRAFT WORK PLAN
