The agenda now and in the future will likely be focused on the DWH response and lessons learned. Need to always focus on how the lessons and conditions affect our Atlantic States. Learn from and incorporate in our existing planning; we have initiated a 30-day review and comment period on the dispersant use decision making document and checklist (MOU and DEEP) as a result. Please take advantage of this opportunity and provide your comments and thoughts.

WELCOME TO FREDERICKSBURG - Mayor Thomas J. Tomzack, M.D., Fredericksburg, VA
Greg Britt introduced Mayor Thomas J. Tomzack, M.D. who provided a short summary on Fredericksburg and its history. Fredericksburg is a unique community in Virginia with a significant tourism impact on the area. Thank you for what you do and assisting the city and the state to be better prepared. PRESENTATION – EPA OSC Health and Safety Manual – Laura Casillas, EPA
This presentation was not given due to inclement weather and will be rescheduled for the May 17-19, 2011 RRT III meeting in Rehoboth Beach, Delaware.

PRESENTATION – DWH Roundtable Discussion and Questions – Admiral Thad Allen, USCG Retired

STATE AND COMMONWEALTH REPORTS

Virginia
Representative Gregory Britt, VADEM, reported the following:

· Henrico County (suburbs of Richmond) – a call came into 911 center from an individual committing suicide. The caller warned the 911 call center that she was using methyl bromide in her car in an attempt to commit suicide and wanted to warn the emergency responders not to open the car to prevent additional deaths. The methyl bromide gas is an odorless, colorless gas that has been used as a soil fumigant and structural fumigant to control pests across a wide range of agricultural sectors. Crews responded to the car for the suicide attempt. Seven officers and several fire fighters (first responders) were exposed to the chemical as they attempted to rescue the woman. All were taken to the hospital, treated and released. The woman died from her exposure.
· Blacksburg, VA – Federal-Mogul plant that makes ball bearings suffered an explosion injuring four (4) contractors working at the facility. The contractors were conducting routine duct work, cleaning aluminum dust out the ducts when the explosion occurred. There are lots of metal oxides at the plant. The workers were severely burned during the incident. 
· On Sunday, January 23, the Pepco plant in Alexandria, VA suffered a transformer leak of approximately 10,000 gallons of mineral oil from a total potential of 21,000 gallons and was released and went into a tributary of the Potomac River.

Representative Shawn Weimer, Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), reported the following: 

· Background sampling of various resources in Coastal Virginia were conducted immediately following the DWH incident. Beginning in June, VA DEQ collected background sampling data from the following: 

· 50 different water samples along the coast of Virginia and 20 samples within the Chesapeake Bay to determine background PAH levels for future monitoring needs; 

· VA DEP Health collected 21 sets of oyster and clam data around Paramour Island to analyze for PAH’s content. A few of the sets did register positive for PAH’s.
· Installed a passive sampler with fish oil on the Chesapeake Light. This passive sampler will sit out there for 45 days and will then be recovered and analyzed to determine what chemical components are regularly being uptaken by fish in the area. 
· Thank you for Sector Hampton Roads, District 5’s waterways management group, and JEB Little Creek for the transportation for these projects.

· These data are available and can be gotten from Shawn Weimer at DEQ. 
Maryland 

Representative Alan Williams of the Maryland Department of the Environment (MDE) reported the current incident concerns for Maryland: 
· During surgery, a surgeon accidently nicked a mercury-containing piece of equipment that leaked into the patient. This is the first time that MDE had to respond to a surgical-related and hazmat response. 
· Chemical Suicides in Cars – a teen committed suicide by combining cyanide and acid to asphyxiate himself. The first responders remotely ventilated the vehicle prior to extracting the victim. This is a new trend in teen suicides. The first chemical suicide incident in Maryland resulted from exposure to hydrogen cyanide. The victim in this initial incident had left a note for first responders on the chemical mixture in the car warning them to ventilate the automobile from a distance to limit impacts to the fire department individuals.
Delaware 

Representative Jamie Bethard, Delaware Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control (DE DNREC), had no incidents to report. DNREC:
· Continues to form relationship with state police on a joint hazards assessment teams. The DE DNREC personnel are working as science officers with state police bomb teams.
· Addressed 5 chlorine tank cars that derailed on Christmas morning. Thankfully, no release occurred. 
· Thanks the USCG for assisting in the response to a 65’ party boat that sank in the Brandywine River. There was significant ice in river and the USCG was able to boom the area where the fuel release had occurred.
· Responded to a 40 lb. anhydrous ammonia release in lower Delaware at a chicken processing plant. 
Representative Ben Anderson, Delaware DNREC, had no additional incidents to report.
Pennsylvania 

Representative Kerry Leib, Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection (PADEP) provided his complete list of DEP incidents on a handout. In summary:
· There are 8 incidents reported in the handout.

· Incidents related to the Marcellus Shale (MS) oil and gas exploration efforts - half of the incidents on the report are related to petroleum extraction / drilling in the MS; three (3) are vandalism incidents. The drillers are coming up from Ohio and Texas and they are not used to the geology of Pennsylvania so mistakes are being made. PA DEP is having some problems educating the drillers on the properly methods to case and cement wells. Lots of people’s water wells are being impacted due to inappropriate methodology. PA DEP is developing new regulations for that industry. Mr. Leib will provide an update and presentation on the PA DEP regulations and environmental issues at the May RRT III meeting. 

· Pennsylvania has a new Governor and new PA DEP Secretary.

West Virginia 

Representative Mike Dorsey, West Virginia Department of Environmental Protection (WV DEP), reported the following:

· Marcellus Shale issues –WV DEP responded to a gas well blow out in September 2010. The incident was caused when one well was incorrectly drilled and resulted in sparking a methane pocket in an abandoned coal mine. 
· WV DEP has conducted a complete review of the gas program and is initiating new regulatory rules that will update the oil and gas program in the state. 
· Chemical Safety Board gave summary of Bayer recommendations from the 2007 explosion. There is a new bureaucracy in health department as a result of this incident.
District of Columbia 

Representative Paul Dill from the DC Department of the Environment (DC DOE) reported:

· DOE has also experienced renewed interest in contingency planning due to the DWH incident. Initial requests to quantify and validate response inventories are underway. 
· The DC HAZMAT Sub Committee is conducting an inventory of first responder resources and in the surrounding areas to determine response capabilities for our National Capitol Region (NCR) area. Using this information, DC DOE will determine what our state level response capabilities are. Members of our DC DOE are currently serving as technical advisors and must rely on our HAZMAT responders for response.
AGENCY REPORTS:

The following sections describe agency reports presented at the Standing RRT Meeting.

DOC 

Representative Ed Levine, NOAA SSC provided the following information:

· Frank Csulak had surgery today – will send him the regards from the RRT membership.

· Mr. Levine will be NOAA interim NRT Representative until Bill Connors replacement is identified.

· NOAA Emergency Response Division (ERD) will hold a staff retreat in Santa Barbara, California in February 2011. The focus of this retreat will be a DWH review and where are we going. Mr. Levine will report back on the results of that review at the next RRT III meeting. NOAA ERD is:
· Still heavily involved at MC252 DWH well blowout in the New Orleans. SCAT continues daily. Many anchors from boom sets were left in place when boom removed. Some 700+ Danforth anchors remain; BP is hiring a salvager to retrieve booms with magnetometer. A large portion of the boom is being incinerated using waste to energy methods. BP has determined that it is cheaper to just replace the boom rather than to clean. This was the same decision relative to boom replacement during the Athos I spill on the Delaware River.
· Overseeing decon of the Enterprise drill ship due to the attached growth that is still sheening. A Fishery closure remains in effect three (3) square miles from the ship. This is the only NMFS closure left in the area. NMFS is waiting for vessel to be cleaned to open the area.
· Operational Science Advisory Team (OSAT) report is the review of the remaining recoverable oil as of the end of November 2010. Recoverable oil was identified only in nearshore areas. The OSAT 2 is currently being compiled and completed; the OSAT teams are hoping that with the completion of this round the response will transition to remediation by March 31, 2011 at the USCG sector level. The USCG Area Command dissolved at end of the 2010.

· Mr. Levine is continuing to work with Panama on ICS issues and training as part of their national adoption of a National Incident Management System.
DOI 

Representative Mike Chezik, Department of Interior Region III, reported the following: 
· DOI is in the lessons learned phase following the DWH incident. There are still lots of response efforts ongoing in the Gulf of Mexico, including:  

· Recovery efforts continue working to minimize environmental and protected resources damages; there are lots of shell midden’s in these areas that need to be protected. Observer programs are in place when digging in the beaches.
· Approximately 130 DOI personnel are still working on the response.

· The Natural Resource Damage Assessment (NRDA) activity ongoing.
· The Endangered Species Act Section 7 review is also underway.
· The National Parks Service (NPS) is working with the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) to address their request to consolidate facilities on the grounds of a historic hospital in Washington, DC. NPS is currently working out mitigation for that activity. This hospital is a registered National Historic site that served as the first mental hospital in the country and was started during the Civil War. NPS wants to maintain the structure’s historical significance. NPS is working with GSA and DHS on this review. 
ATSDR 

Representative Ryan Costello, ATSDR Region III, reported for Bob Halverson on the following: 

· ATSDR mandates extend beyond Superfund. ATSDR continues working on a national level health policy. ATSDR supports the EPA EOC during an incident, serving as a liaison with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) for EPA and all federal and state partners. The Region 3 ATSDR office consists of three (3) individuals who make up the ATSDR response team.
· Marcellus Shale issues and the larger human health issues associated with any drilling may result in environmental impacts (e.g., impacts of rock fracturing on drinking water). ATSDR is involved from the human health standpoint.
· ATSDR serves as a liaison for Health and Human Services (HHS) on the planning efforts for the New River Bluestone dam failure (located in Hinton, WV) and its consequences. ATSDR is working with local and state organizations, as well as industries, to develop a more fully fleshed-out contingency plan for the area.

· ATSDR continues to work on a number of public health activities in the region:

· Schools
· Asbestos

· Cancer concerns

· Etc.

FEMA

Representative Dick Polley reported:   
· A Steering Committee is being formed to review the possibility of the Bluestone Dam failure on the New River (Hinton, WV) and consequences planning with local and state organizations are underway. This plan should be complete and available on May 1, 2011.
· A new preparedness synchronization document has been prepared and is available. This synchronization document will list each ESF and each area of special interest and will provide the name and contact #s for the appropriate individual.

· DHS has also developed a new document – Risk Lexicon (available from http://www.dhs.gov/xlibrary/assets/dhs-risk-lexicon-2010.pdf. This document provides definition of all terms associated with risk analysis or risk management and further explains how these terms are used in the risk process. 
· The FEMA Emergency Call Center has now got a 24-hour watch; the Call Center number is 215-931-5757. 
GSA 

Representative Maryann Toniazzo, GSA Mid-Atlantic Regional Office, reported the following: 

· GSA prepared to support the 2011 State of the Union Address (SOTUA) this month. The event was designated as a National Special Security Event (NSSE). Four operations centers were activated and GSA Region 3 was placed on standby alert. This was an opportunity to test and ensure that all continuity and readiness capabilities were employed to support the SOTUA mission requirements.

· GSA Region 3 partnered with the Philadelphia Federal Executive Board (FEB) to conduct a Reconstitution Workshop on January 18, 2011. GSA reviewed the reconstitution planning steps with over 30 representatives from multiple local, state, and federal agencies present at the workshop. GSA had a panel of experts on hand to answer questions about GSA's role in reconstitution. We also distributed copies of the GSA Region 3 Reconstitution Annex, a Reconstitution Deliverable detailing the plan for communications, short and long term facility solutions, budget, security, technology, and a schedule of actions. Property Management Services handout listing the Mid-Atlantic Field Offices and Field Office Managers' contact information was also distributed. The workshop was an excellent opportunity to collaborate and strengthen our continuity planning and assist agencies with their reconstitution plans and processes. 
· GSA is partnering with the Philadelphia Federal Executive Board (FEB) and FEMA Region III, to host Liberty Down 11, an inter-governmental full-scale Continuity of Operations (COOP) exercise on Wednesday, April 6, 2011. 
· GSA Mid-Atlantic Focus Newsletter Fall 2010 has information on Fire Safety Tips, Workplace Sustainability, the Zero Environmental Footprint Goal, and introduces David H. Ehrenwerth our new Regional Administrator.
· GSA Mid-Atlantic Region fleet posted its first online auction on GSA's auction website, in cooperation with the American Auto Auction in Chesapeake, Va. The use of online auctions allows for more frequent, smaller sales that improve vehicle utilization and days-to-sell measures, as well as reduces travel expenses. In addition, this Jan. 12 vehicle sale will serve as preparation for on-site auctions in the tidewater area of southern Virginia, tapping into new geographical sales markets for Region 3 fleet. 

DOD U.S. Navy 

Representative JP Beaudouin, the Navy On-Scene Coordinator (NOSC), reported:

· Mr. Beaudouin has taken the permanent CNRMA NOSC position and is replacing Bill McGowan who served as interim NOSC for the last several years.
· The Navy has responded to several significant spill incidents since the last RRT III meeting, including:

· a 1, 000 gallon diesel fuel (F-76) spill of oil in water 
· a 1,200 gallon spill of intermediate fuel oil (IFO); and
· a pipeline leak;  this spill response is still underway; the NOSC will be meeting with members of VA DEQ & USCG on actions and follow-up.
USACE

Representative Mickey Mulvenna reported:

· That Mr. Willam Helms from North Atlantic Division will now represent Mike Ganley when here at the RRT III meetings. Welcome to Mr. Helms.
· The Norfolk District attended training in Portsmouth on environmental crimes and pollution investigations as provided by USCG.
· Locally, Ms. Mulvenna serves as a non-voting member of the Delaware River and Bay Oil Spill Advisory Committee. 

USDA 

Representative Kurt Gernerd was not present. 

DOT / PHMSA 

Representative Tony Murray, PHMSA, presented the following:

· DOT/PHMSA personnel responded to the MC252 Deepwater Horizon well blowout in the Gulf of Mexico and the Enbridge pipeline release in Murphy, Michigan.

Representative Ray Hanna, Maryland Protective Security Advisor (PSA) reported:
· Baltimore PSA District:  Ray Hanna - ray.hanna@dhs.gov

· Mail bombs and incendiary devices are still showing up; please remain vigilant. OSHA members participated in a training course with DOL and other agencies on mail handling. 
· OSHA is celebrating our 40th year; special letter head and announcements are posted on the website (http://www.osha.gov/) 
· Oil Spill Response for the DWH incident - information on OSHA participation and the samples taken are provided on the website (onshore and at sea) from: http://www.osha.gov/oilspills/index.html. HAZWOPER training and specifications by job description are also provided from the DWH response.
· In Pennsylvania, OSHA helped re-establish a high blood lead level (>25) in conjunction with the Department of Health notification system update. OSHA will do the same for all the states in the region.

· Enforcement – Noise controls were proposed and then withdrawn.

EPA Region III OSC Reports 

Representative Steve Jarvela, EPA OSC, reported on the following:

· Many of our OSC are cycling through in the DWH and Michigan pipeline responses. 
· Succession planning; currently, we have 26 OSC in Region 3 with three (3) vacancies. Additional outreach efforts will continue to be the focus for the OSCs. 
· Will be requesting the Corporation for National and Community Service (CNCS) assistance on volunteer planning for EPA. 
· EPA GIS response informational database management:

· We are continuing to gather GIS mapping information from within the region. EPA is updating its regional data base and data management system. Hopefully the mapping products will be easier to update and share as the system will now work on Google Earth and with Google maps.

· Developing standard operating procedures (SOPs) on how to input positional data into our GIS system. 
· EPA HQ is purchasing the National Nature Conservancy GIS data set for inclusion on our system. 

Sector Baltimore (Upper Chesapeake Bay Estuary Area Committee) 

Representative LCDR Jonathan Adrechik provided his complete list of DEP incidents on a handout. In summary:
· Sector Baltimore Stood up its Incident Management Team (IMT) for the Presidential State of the Union Address and the PEPCO incident.
· Sector Baltimore is beginning the process for full scale industry-led Prep Exercise. The industry partner has been identified and the exercise target date is late spring/summer 2011.
· Working on the geographic response plan (GRP) strategies with contractor Booze-Allen Hamilton (BAH). There are currently no booming strategies for Sector Baltimore in the Area Contingency Plan. 
Sector Delaware Bay (Philadelphia Area Committee) 

Representative CDR Kristi Luttrell reported on the following:

· Sector Delaware Bay received 77 NRC reports from Sept 1 to Jan 25 within the total AOR.
· Sector Delaware Bay Marine Environment Response (MER) Team Responded to 54 pollution incidents within the total AOR.
· Within Region III there were 32 reports:
· 30 were Oil Pollution incidents;
· 2 were Hazmat responses.
· Sector Delaware Bay MER Team had 1 enforcement action and 1 federally funded project in RRT III this quarter. The CERLA fund was accessed for $2,500.
Sector Hampton Roads (Mid-Atlantic Coastal Area Committee) 

Representative LCDR Robert Gore reported on the following:

· Three incident cases of interest:

· The grounding of R/V Laura Jay – the vessel is still listed as commercial fishing vessel but was recently sold and ran aground near piping plover’s nesting area off of Paramour Island and tourist areas near Wachapreague, VA. The owner did not take responsibility; the incident was federalized. The USCG removed 97 gallons of diesel from the vessel. 
· Derailment of the Chesapeake / Albemarle train – this incident resulting in the train engine nearly entering the river. The train released approximately 1,000 gallons into the Albemarle River. 
Sector Buffalo – (Lake Erie Area Committee) 

Representative Lt Irvin Jones from the Sector Buffalo reported:

· Hard water (ice) season – Lake Erie and Lake Ontario are frozen which slows down the need for responses. 
· Preparing for March/April when mystery drums and sheens that occur from illegal dumping in winter under the ice begin to thaw.

Sector Ohio Valley 

Representative from the Sector Ohio Valley was not present:

MSU Huntington (Ohio Valley)

Representative from the MSU Huntington was not present:

MSU Pittsburgh (Port of Pittsburgh Area Committee)

Representative CDR Richard Timme reported on the following:

· Thank you to Marjorie Easton and Joe Albert of EPA for their work on spill response and planning in the area.

· Marcellus Shale issues – the MSU is being approached by numerous companies to ship by barge the waste/frac water. This issue is being examined at this time in conjunction with state and other federal regulators.
Sector North Carolina (Coastal North Carolina Area Committee) 

Representative CDR James Mitchell from Sector North Carolina reported:

· In September 2010, a mystery drum case occurred when it washed up on the west side of Ocracoke Island. Eventually, it was determined that the mystery drum was in fact a 50 gallon fuel tank. The Sector worked with the state Department of Environment and Natural Resources (NC DENR) and a Contractor. There was no fuel on board and it was removed.

· On January 6, 2011, there was a devastating fire at Cotter’s Marina in Washington, NC. The cause of the fire remains unknown at this time. The entire pier was consumed by fire. The sector worked with locals on protection and on water recovery. The USCG is still conducting on water salvage operations.

MSU Wilmington 

Representative CDR Steve McGee from MSU Wilmington reported:
· Cape Fear River Zone and will be absorbed into the Sector. A copy of the memo dated 18 January 2011 from CDR S.P. McGee was provided as a handout for the RRT participants.
