MEETING NOTES

The RRT co-chairs, Dennis Carney (EPA) and CAPT Michael Andreas / Dave Ormes (D5), USCG made opening remarks.  Mr. Carney continued to thank everyone for the organization and preparation of the EPA Government-lead National Preparedness for Response Exercise Program (PREP) Exercise.  The exercise was conducted earlier in the week for the Elizabeth River and surrounding area.  The exercise provided a great opportunity for the RRT membership to interface with the local and state response communities, and to ground-truth some aspects of the Area Contingency Plan. Thanks for everyone’s time and energy in making the Exercise a success.  

Everyone was asked to introduce themselves and state their agency/affiliation.
NRT/RRT Co-Chairs Meeting Highlights
The NRT/RRT co-chairs meeting was held in March 2009 in Charleston, South Carolina.  Topics of interest include:
· Bob Powers of DHS (Deputy Assistant Administrator for Disaster Operations) presented to the NRT, and agreed that his office’s resources would be made available to the RRT to integrate plans for emergency response into the National Response System.  

· The NRT is developing guidance on the Use of Volunteers.  The USCG is also drafting a guidance document on volunteers, which will be out in draft later this week.  Guidance for the Area Contingency Plan (ACP) and Regional planning upgrades will be forthcoming.

· The NRT is working to ensure a seamless transition for OSC transfers, and transitions between USCG and OSCs.  Additional guidance is forthcoming for OSC transitions (agency to agency; or interagency).
· The NRT is working to improve/encourage Federal/State agencies to attend RRT meetings.  The NRT is reviewing best practices being used by RRTs to help promote and engage agencies in these tough economic times.  Region 3 RRT anchors the meetings around training opportunities; other RRTs are following suit and are finding attendance increasing.

· The NRT would like to find a better way to integrate the Response System between State and Federal agencies, to include the environmental protection departments and public health agencies in an all-hazards approach.  
WELCOME TO VIRGINIA 
Chief Steve Cover, Virginia Beach Fire Department welcomed all participants to Virginia Beach, Virginia.  Chief Cover thanked the membership for all of their hard work, and asked to please continue interactions with the local and state response organizations – we all need to work together.

PRESENTATION - Mobile Firefighting Support Machine LUF-60, Chief Kenneth Jones, Newport News Fire Department.

Chief Kenneth Jones, from the Newport News Fire Department, welcomed all RRT members to Virginia Beach.  Chief Jones provided the membership with a summary of the response capabilities of the Newport News Fire Department.  His presentation focused around their mobile firefighting support machine and the use of cutting-edge response technology when addressing responses.  He provided a detailed review of their Mobile Firefighting Support Machine LUF 60®. 
The LUF 60® was developed in Austria after many fatalities occurred within Europe’s lengthy tunnel system.  The LUF 60® can be used in a multitude of situations, including tunnel fires, subway systems, industrial files, piping/tank fires, and truck fires (including liquefied petroleum gas).  The LUF 60® is able to shoot water into confined space to lower the temperature and/or evacuate toxic vapors from tight space.  It can also be used on chemical fires to apply foam.  The LUF 60® is very mobile; it can be controlled remotely to climb stairs or push cars out of the way (in a tunnel situation), etc.  The LUF 60® can be deployed to other jurisdictions through a mutual aid request.

The following presentations were given at the Standing RRT meeting in Virginia Beach, Virginia on May 14, 2009:
Oil Spill Removal Organization (OSRO) Classification & Verification Program – ENS Rhenee Allen, CG National Strike Force Coordination Center (NSFCC)

The NSFCC website is available from www.uscg.mil/hq/nsfweb.  The RRI upgrade website can be reached through https://misle.osc.uscg.mil.  The Response Resource Inventory (RRI) Resource Provider Portal is accessed through https://cgrii.uscg.mil.  Both of these websites are password protected; access can be provided by USCG.  
ENS Allen provided a summary of the OSRO classification and verification system and what information is available and what this information provides.  There is an annual requirement that the OSRO update their Response Resource Inventory (RRI) information annual or as changes are made.  The new ORSO system is much easier to use and more accurate.  The Preparedness Assessment Verification (PAV) is a three-month process that gathers information on existing OSRO sites in a Captain of the Port (COTP) area.  The PAV process involves looking at 100% of owned equipment; testing 10% of mechanical equipment; reviewing training records, and maintenance records, etc.  An After Action Report is then completed within 45 days of the completion of the visit, and shared with surrounding COTPs, EPA, etc.
EPA-Led PREP Exercise Review – Steve Jarvela, EPA

Mr. Jarvela provided the membership with a brief overview and summary of the EPA Government-led PREP exercise that was held earlier this week on May 12th and the exercise debrief that was held on Wednesday morning, May 13th.  This was a triennial exercise that was designed to exercise our federal, state and local components of the Area Contingency Plan.  Disparities were identified between the local and federal Plans, and there were differences among the Inland Area Plan and the Coastal Zone Plan.  Overall, the exercise was a success. STATE AND COMMONWEALTH REPORTS
Virginia
· Gregory Britt of the Virginia Department of Emergency Management Agency (DEM) reported the following:
· Changes in personnel within the agency

· 2,000-gallon home heating oil spill due to a transportation accident near Richmond.  A quick response prevented the heating oil from reaching a nearby tributary.
· Recently, a home in Amherst County became a cleanup site, when the house was found to contain many bomb-making ingredients, such as over 300 lbs. of calcium carbide, accelerants, and improvised explosive devices (IEDs). 
· A transportation accident on I-81 involved three transport trucks and one car.  There were three fatalities.  One truck contained a corrosive substance, so local Hazmat teams had to respond to the run-off water from the fire-fighting activities (20 hours).  The response caused I-81, a major north-south transportation route, to be shut down.  
· John Giese, Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ), reported the following:

· Introduced John Settle from DEQ; Mr. Settle is the DEQ Pollution Response Coordinator in the Region.
· The DEQ is in the process of implementing a centralized pollution response database.  The database should be online beginning July 1, 2009.  The database should smooth out the reporting process with reporting capabilities for industry and the general public.
· From January through March, 2009, there were three spills of greater than 5,000 gallons.  More consistent enforcement actions are needed.  Now, any spill that reaches state waters will result in a violation being issued.  
Maryland

· Alan Williams, Maryland Department of the Environment (MDE) reported that information for responses in Maryland is provided in the Sector Baltimore report.

· Nothing new to report.

· MDE is expending a lot of money for home heating fuel incidents in trailer parks; more than $100K has been paid from the MDE fund. 
Delaware 
· Ben Anderson, Delaware Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control (DNREC) reported the following:
· The Coastal Zone was been involved in two small spills in the Port of Wilmington in April 2009.  Due to the weather and tide conditions, the oil was contained and easily recovered.  However, the Port did not have any pre-staged boom.  Now, there is at least 1,000 feet of pre-staged boom, and a 12-inch skirt boom will be placed under the docks to assist in oil spill containment and recovery. 
· Transportation Worker Identification Credentials (TWIC) cards were an issue during these responses. 

Pennsylvania – Not present, due to the budget crisis, travel is restricted for Pennsylvania employees.
West Virginia – Not present, due to severe floods in southern West Virginia.
District of Columbia 

· Collin Burrell from the DC Department of the Environment (DC DOE) reported the following:
· The DC DOE is a relatively new agency (2 years old); working to establish a functioning response team.
· In the process of hiring an On-Scene Coordinator (OSC).

· Charlie Fitzsimmons (EPA) was detailed to the DC DOE office and is working with them to establish the response team and assist with responses in the DC area.

· Working to set up/establish:

· Health and Safety program 
· Training for staff; currently completed 40-hour HAZWOPER training
· Improve notification process.  Will be meeting with Sector Baltimore.
· Several small spill events in recent months:

· A boat sank on the Anacostia River.  A small spill resulted; crews continue to work to remove the boat from the river.  The spill has been contained.
· In April 2009, approximately 100 gallons of oil spilled by a derailed CSX train along the Anacostia River.  No impacts to water were reported.    

· In April 2009, a homeowner was manufacturing biofuels in their home.  The byproducts reached the sewer drains, which discharged into Maryland waters.  A coordinated effort between MD and DC responders.  A contractor was able to clean up the spill.  Responders are working with General Counsel to determine if criminal/civil charges can be filed.   
AGENCY REPORTS

DOC 

· Frank Csulak, NOAA Scientific Support Coordinator (SSC), reported the following:
· Recently hosted a Science of Oil Spills (SOS) class for 35 students at VA DEQ.
· Scheduling a SOS class at D5 some time in the future.  Contact Frank Csulak (frank.csulak@noaa.gov) for more information about the class and space availability.

· Draft Ethanol guidance is out from the NRT Science and Technology Committee.  Copies of this guidance are available from www.nrt.org.  Please provide any comments to Frank Csulak (frank.csulak@noaa.gov) or Steve Lehmann (Steve.Lehmann@noaa.gov).
· NOAA has expanded the Computer-Aided Management of Emergency Operations (CAMEO) database program. Available online at:  (http://www.epa.gov/oem/content/cameo/index.htm).  The updated program has more than 30,000 chemicals and contains information on reactivity of mixing including chemical mixing with water.  MARPLOT now interfaces with Google Maps. 
· The GNOME (trajectory model) is being updated; continuing to work on a 3-D model that will go down to 50 feet (currently on surface water).  

· Working on an electronic Shoreline Cleanup and Assessment Technique (SCAT) process for field evaluations (e-SCAT).
DOI 

· Mike Chezik, DOI Region 3, reported the following:   
· DOI has oversight of 22% of the US land surface and offshore lands on the continental shelves (1.7 Billion offshore acres).  
· The DOI’s Minerals Management Service (MMS) Outer Continental Shelf (OCS) has an oil and gas leasing program. DOI’s role is to ensure that the U.S. government receives fair market value for acreage made available for leasing and that any oil and gas activities conserve resources, operate safely, and take maximum steps to protect the environment.  More information can be found at http://www.mms.gov/offshore/.   
· In 2010, DOI will be working with MMS to launch a new initiative “New Energy Frontier”.  The New Energy Frontier will work to capture offshore wind and hydrokinetic (wave) energy.  This initiative is a major departure from previous administrations.  DOI will be dealing wind towers and wave turbines offshore and will need to address impacts from ships. 
· The DOI 2010 budget request was for $12.1 Billion, about 7% above the 2009 budget.  The DOI received $3 Billion from the federal stimulus package.  Budget initiatives include renewable energy, climate change, water conservation, restoring/protecting the Great Lakes environment, and 21st Century Youth Conservation Corps;
· DOI’s new secretary, Mr. Ken Salazar, is very engaged in reform for the Agency.  Secretary Salazar issued a Progress Report after 100 days of his administration.  Copies are available from Mr. Chesik or online at:  http://www.doi.gov/progressreport/index.html.   
ATSDR 

· Bob Helverson, ATSDR Regional Representative, reported the following:
· H1N1 (Swine Flu) Update:  The US Food and Drug Administration (FDA) approved a facility to produce a vaccine.  
· Updated information is available from Center for Disease Control at www.cdc.gov/h1n1flu/.

· Agencies should not let down their guard, it is still early stages of an outbreak.
· Currently, 47 US States are reporting nearly 5,000 probable cases; three fatalities from the swine flu have been confirmed.  
· Most of the patients with confirmed cases of H1N1 have been young adults.  The median age of confirmed cases in the US is 15 years old; the median age worldwide is mid-20s. 
· The World Health Organization (WHO) reported 33 countries with 5,700 cases worldwide (mostly in Mexico).  
· China recently quarantined a plane load of passengers for 7 days.  

· ATSDR is getting ready to staff the Emergency Operations Center (EOC) – Joint Information Center (JIC)
· ATSDR continues to investigate the cancer cluster found in northeast Pennsylvania (Carbon, Luzerne, and Schuylkill Counties).  There is a cluster of cases of polycythemia vera (PV), a relatively rare blood cancer, in the area.  US Senator Arlen Specter has committed funds for research; a $5 million appropriations bill to further study the PV cluster was approved.
· ATSDR has been reviewing information regarding concrete-crushing facilities in Pennsylvania.  Institutional control measures need to be implemented in order to protect public health (i.e., air permits and zoning ordinances).
· The Hazelton City Landfill was considering receiving fly ash; however, the proposal was rejected by PADEP.   

FEMA

· Representative Stan Ballard reported the following:

· The USACE will be participating in the Watchstander training.

DHS/PSA
· Representative Ray Hanna, Maryland PSA, reported the following:
· Mr. Hanna is the PSA for Maryland; Mr. Ken Greeson will now be the PSA for Delaware.  

· DHS/PSA future actions around the Region:
· In West Virginia, DHS will be completing eight vulnerability assessments/site assistance visits (SAVs) and awareness training for four bridges and four dams.  A Critical Infrastructure/Key Resource (CI/KR) course will be given.
· In Pennsylvania, two upcoming special events at Pocono Raceway; Pocono 500 (June 6-7, 2009) and the Pennsylvania 500 (August 1-2, 2009).  Surveillance Detection training was provided for private sector and law enforcement.
· In Delaware, two upcoming special events include the Dover NASCAR Races (May 29-31, 2009) and the Dover Air Force Base Air Show (June 20-21, 2009).
· In Maryland, upcoming special events include the Preakness at Pimlico Race Course (May 16, 2009) and the Naval Academy Graduation (President and several Congress members will be present) (May 22, 2009).  Protective Measures training will be conducted at Cove Point Terminal liquefied natural gas (LNG) facility near Lusby, Maryland.  

· In Virginia, vulnerability assessments were conducted for the Port of Norfolk, and Port of Newport News.  Protective Measures and Surveillance Detection training will be provided in the near future.  
DOE 

· Representative Steve Johnson was not present. 

DOJ  
· Representative Bob Brook was not present. 

DOL/OSHA 

· Representative Matthew Dahms reported the following:

· H1N1 (Swine Flu) Update:  The CDC states that the number of confirmed cases is increasing, and expect more in the coming days and weeks.  If a pandemic does occur, up to 40% of your work force could be directly affected over a 4–6 month period.  Strategies to prevent the spread of swine flu include frequent hand washing, social distancing, allowing employees to work from home, using teleconferencing, and staggering work shifts.  Additional guidance on preventing the transfer of the swine flu and strategies for businesses are available on the OSHA website – www.OSHA.gov/dsg/topics/pandemicflu/index.html. 

· Online training is available for train-the-trainer for disaster and safety and health issues is now available.

DHHS / ASPR

· Representative Nick DeJesse was not present.
FOSC REPORTS (AREA COMMITTEE REPORTS):
The following sections describe FOSC reports addressed during the Standing RRT Meeting. 
EPA Region 3 OSC Reports 

· Steve Jarvela, EPA OSC, reported the following:

· A crack in a pipeline at a Sunoco pumping station in Delaware County, Pennsylvania resulted in a gasoline release to a nearby tributary.  EPA OSC Ann Breslin responded.  
· Liberty RadEx planning is in full-swing.  The EPA and DHS will be co-sponsoring a Tier II Full Scale Exercise in April 2010, based on the Radiological Dispersal Device (RDD) Incident Annex.
Sector Baltimore (Baltimore Area Committee) 

· Representative LT Joshua Blocker reported the following:

· Conclusion of the SEAWITCH incident.
· The Sector is engaged in springtime training.  Training has been expanded to other Coast Guard units, and to first responders within Sector Baltimore’s Area of Responsibility. 
· Two-thirds of the Sector Baltimore staff are changing on June 12th
· CAPT Kelley is being transferred and CAPT O’Malley will be his replacement
Sector Delaware Bay (Philadelphia Area Committee) 

· Representative LT Todd O’Brien reported the following: 
· The Sector has responded to 124 incidents (the busy season); most are minor events, but several were Federalized. 
· Incidents of note include: 
· Castle Harbor Marina – four boats sank; however, no oil was spilled.  Currently, salvage and cleanup activities are being conducted.  This incident drew high media interest.

· Snug Harbor Marina – an overturned dredge barge resulted in sheen on the water.  The resultant salvage and cleanup were successfully completed.

· Sunoco at Marcus Hook – 120 gallons of benzene were release during transfer from a barge.  The USCG Atlantic Strike Team was deployed for initial assessment and air monitoring.  A letter of warning was issued by the Captain of the Port.

· M/V Honor – 6,000 gallons of No. 6 fuel oil was spilled from an impact site on the barge into the Christiana River at the Port of Wilmington.  The O’Brien’s Group was the Responsible Party’s responders.  The case is still pending
· Sector Delaware Bay is involved in an industry-lead PREP exercise on August 20, 2009.  Conoco Philips in Philadelphia is hosting the exercise.

· Various training courses will be conducted in the coming months.

· The ACP is currently being updated.  Water intake data and emergency numbers are being verified / updated.  
· Change of Command will occur on June 12 – CAPT Scott will be retiring, and CAPT Austin will be replacing him.
Sector Hampton Roads (Mid-Atlantic Coastal Area Committee) 
· Representative LT Kristen Preble reported on the following issues:

· Western Refining will host an industry-led area PREP exercise in the Fall of 2009 in Yorktown, Virginia. 

· The Sector is conducting government unannounced exercises (GUEs); one per quarter.

· The Area Committee meeting will immediately follow the Standing Meeting today at this facility.

· The Sector Hampton Roads Pollution Prevention Inspection Reports are provided as a handout.

· We continue offering Inter-agency SCAT training for RRT members; the next training opportunity for SCAT is being developed
Sector North Carolina (Coastal North Carolina Area Committee) 
· Representative LCDR Derrick Dotsie reported on the following issues:

· Forecasting products up to 20 nautical miles have been installed at MSO Wilmington.
· A site inspection on the Cape Fear River was recently conducted relative to fly ash contamination.

· Several incidents to report – 

· In Southport, a yacht fire occurred that ultimately involved five vessels and resulted in a 200-gallon spill and the use of fire-fighting foam.  The incident was federalized and a state investigation for insurance fraud is underway.

· An old fishing vessel that was being maintained, but was mostly derelict, discharged oil when the owner was pumping the bilges and resulted in sheen.  There was almost 1,000 gallons of oil on board.  This incident is still undergoing an environmental crimes investigation.
