WELCOME TO PENNSYLVANIA
 Mr. Mr. Don Bialosky, Pennsylvania Department Of Environmental Protection (DEP), welcomed everyone to Pittsburgh, PA on behalf of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and the DEP.  Pittsburgh is celebrating is 250th anniversary this year. 

EMERGENCY RESPONSE MANAGEMENT   

On behalf of the Allegheny County, Chief Bob Full, Allegheny County Department of Emergency Services and Allegheny County Emergency Manager, welcomed everyone to Pittsburgh and Allegheny County.  Pittsburgh has made great strides transforming the urban environment from a very heavy industrial area to a large city that focuses on education, commercial operations, and medial research.  The emergency response community is now focusing on chemical and all-hazards responses.  Allegheny County has a very robust local emergency planning committee (LEPC) with over 300 hazmat technicians serving 1.3 million residents of Allegheny County to provide an effective emergency response for chemical, transportation, and facility incidents.  LEPC is working to minimize adverse effects to life, safety and property in Allegheny County.    

The Allegheny Department of Emergency Services is a partner of the RRT and represents the local level of emergency response.  Planning and networking is essential to the success of any response.  Pennsylvania Region 13 is a collaboration of 13 counties in western Pennsylvania that have combined resources to determine finances, equipment needs, leaders to leverage DHS funds to create a Best Practices Model by FEMA standards. PRESENTATIONS

The following presentations were given at the Standing RRT meeting in Pittsburgh, PA on September 25, 2008.

Poison Control Center

Ms. Rita Mrvos, Operations Manager, Pittsburgh Poison Center, provided the membership with the national efforts of the Poison Control Center.  The Poison Centers, through their professional health staff, provide assessment, triage, management, and continued monitoring of more than 2.4 million poison exposures in the U.S. each year at no direct cost to the patient.  The number for the national toll-free hotline is (800) 222-1222.  

All U.S. Poison Centers provide 24-hour emergency and information hotline services via the National Poison Center toll-free telephone hotline at (800)222-1222.  They provide (1) essential follow-up calls regarding the continuing care of poison exposures; (2) educational resources; (3) real-time, nationwide data collection providing epidemiologic surveillance; and (4) access to emergency information as an integral part of local, state, and national emergency preparedness and response for natural and manmade disasters.  Poison centers or systems must provide service 24 hours per day, every day of the year.  

The American Association of Poison Control Centers (AAPCC) compiles real-time information reported from the 61 regional poison centers (PC) into its National Poison Database System (NPDS).  Sixty of the nation's 61 U.S. Poison Centers upload case data automatically.  Most upload every 1- 60 minutes (median 11 minutes) to NPDS creating a real-time national exposure database and surveillance system.  NPDS has been a collaborative development between AAPCC and Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) to meet the challenge of forging a true national poison center system.  NOTE:  All data is scrubbed; no patient identifiers are submitted.

These data are used to identify hazards early, focus prevention education, guide clinical research, direct training, and detect chemical/bioterrorism incidents.  AAPCC data (1) have prompted product reformulations, repackaging, recalls, and bans; (2) are used to support regulatory actions; and (3) contribute to post-marketing surveillance on newly released drugs and products.

National Weather Service’s New Storm-based Warning Initiative

Richard Kane, Warning Coordination Meteorologist, National Weather Service (NWS), NOAA, provided the membership with an overview of DOC’s NOAA departments.  NOAA/NWS provide weather-related warnings for various events in the US, including tornado warnings, severe thunderstorm warnings, flash flood and flood warnings, special marine warnings, and extreme wind warnings.  Mr. Kane provided a summary of the NWS’s new storm-based warning initiative that addresses a four-state area (Ohio, West Virginia, northwest Pennsylvania, and western Maryland).  

Dynamic Disaster Simulation

Dr. Kenneth M. Sochats, Director of the Visual Information Systems Center, Center for National Preparedness within the University of Pittsburgh, provided a summary of the capabilities of the Visual Information Systems Center within the Center for National Preparedness.  Using the Dynamic Discrete Disaster Decision Simulation System (D4S2), their role is to provide a circumstance-independent laboratory for testing how the type and scale of the event, situational variables and command decisions affect responders’ efficiency and effectiveness in dealing with complex and evolving disasters.  They assist with all-hazard, all-location, multi-event, and collateral/consequential effects.

Protective Security Advisor Update

Bob Winters, Protective Security Advisor (PSA), DHS, provided a summary of current PSA special security events, such as the recent Republican National Convention (RNC) in Minneapolis-Saint Paul, and Democratic National Convention (DNC) in Denver, Colorado.  Mr. Winters spoke about the enhanced critical infrastructure protection (ECIP) assessments that identify vulnerabilities and enhance security in collaboration with federal, state, local, and private sector stakeholders.  ECIP goals include enhanced security surveys (physical entry control, badges, etc.), information sharing, and partnerships. Site assistance visits (SAV) can be provided to a facility free of charge.  More information can be found at http://cvpipm.iac.anl.gov; the website provides a snapshot of critical infrastructure in regard to common vulnerabilities (CV) information, potential indicators (PI) of terrorist activity, and protective measures (PM) information.
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE MEETING

The Executive Committee met September 24, 2008.  Based on that meeting, the Executive Committee authorized the Spill Response Countermeasures Workgroup to review a number of Region III RRT policies that have been in place since early 1990s.  RRT membership community needs to review the policies and determine whether they are still applicable, conduct any updates necessary, and resubmit to the Executive Committee for adoption by this RRT.

Delaware 


Ellen Malenfant, Delaware Department of Natural Resources and Environmental Control (DNREC), reported two exercises conducted with participation from USCG.  One exercise was conducted at the Valero Refinery in Delaware City, DE.  Ms. Malenfant expressed appreciation for RRT assistance in the R/V Russell W. Peterson that was grounded in Bethany Beach in May 2008.  A hazmat function was staged at the NASCAR events in Dover.
Ben Anderson, Delaware DNREC, had nothing additional to report 

Arthur Paul, Delaware Emergency Management Agency (DEMA), had nothing additional to report.

Maryland 

Alan Williams, Maryland Department of the Environment (MDE) reported that information for Maryland is provided in the Sector Baltimore report.
Pennsylvania 

Don Bialosky, Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency (PEMA), reported that Kerry Leib, Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection (PADEP), expressed his regrets for not being at the meeting. No significant incidents to report.

Virginia
Representatives from Virginia Department of Emergency Management (DEM) or Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) were not present 
West Virginia 

Mike Dorsey, West Virginia Department of Environmental Protection (DEP), reported the Bayer CropScience explosion on August 28, 2008.  The Kanawha Putnam County emergency management plan incorporates four chemical plants.  The county plan allows for two incident command posts (one inside and one outside of the plant); however, there is no communication between the two.  It was difficult to access the site of the accident because of the process chemicals methyl-isocyanite and phosgene.  Between the time of the explosion (approximately 2230) and the briefing, emergency responders were desperate for information.  At 0500 the Governor went into the plant.  There will now be legislation introduced on what has to be reported and the timelines for reporting requirements.  “Immediate” reporting will most likely mean “15 minutes.”  ICS did not work as planned.  

District of Columbia

DOC 

· Frank Csulak, NOAA Site Safety Coordinator (SSC), reported that Ed Levine sends his regards; he was not present because he is working on the Hurricane Ike response.  The following is a list of recent and future training activities involving NOAA:
· August 26-27 – both Ed and Frank participated in the Joint RRT II / III Exercise that dealt with using dispersants in Delaware Bay.

· Schuylkill River Tug sinking

· Sea Witch 

· Virginia  EPA vessel incident 

· Cape Fear River small spill

· Science of Spills Class October 2009 in Seattle, WA.  The class is filled.

· Scheduling a SCAT class with Sector Hampton Roads before the end of this year

· Region II RRT II Oct. 28 – 30 at EPA office in Edison, NJ

· Hampton Roads Area Committee Meeting Nov. 19 in Norfolk, VA

· MSU Wilmington will hold their Area Committee meeting in December in Morehead City, NC (later reported to be in Outer Banks, NC)

· NOAA sponsoring hazmat workshop October in Columbia, SC 

· RRT IV Meeting in January to be held in Chapel Hill, NC

· NC ESI map being updated by NOAA, EPA, CG, State; initiation meetings to get the process started in 2009 and finished by 2010.

DOI 

Mike Chezik, DOI Region III, reported that on April 21, 2008, several national wildlife refuge managers met with the Captain of the Port (COTP) of Sector Delaware Bay, Capt. Scott, to discuss the sharing of resources during situations where a spill incident may affect a National Wildlife Refuge (NWR).  During this effort, an old memorandum of understanding (MOU) between U.S. Fish and Wildlife (USFWS) and the USCG was revisited.  The MOU allows for the utilization of wildlife refuge facilities for an incident command post (ICP). and wildlife recovery and rehab/staging areas.  Mr. Chezik is developing a matrix handout on the wildlife refuges in Delaware, New Jersey, and Pennsylvania that provides points of contact and services that can be provided by the NWR managers.  This matrix will allow responders to determine if a spill is threatening a refuge facility, and some sense of what the refuge can offer to USCG and EPA in support of the response.  If the USCG is interested in expanding this list to other areas within the region, they are to contact Mike Chezik.

DOI is reviewing the Area Contingency Plan (ACP) in the region.  DOI Region III will be conducting a review of the Sector Baltimore ACP next and will provide updates and comments.
Most agencies will be under continuing resolution budgets, likely to be extended through February.  If that happens, DOI travel will likely be curtailed.

ATSDR 

Ana Pomales, Region III, reported that ATSDR participated in the Annual Conference on Children’s Health held at University of Pennsylvania in Philadelphia.  The conference was well attended.  ATSDR will be working with PA DEP on air monitoring for Alliance landfill in Taylor, PA and is continuing as a health consultation at the Borit Asbestos site in Ambler, PA. 

FEMA

Representative Catherine Pomerantz was not present.

GSA 

Representative Maryann Toniazzo was not present.

DOD U.S. Navy 

Bill McGowan, Interim NOSC, reported one incident, which involved 230 gallons of diesel spilled from a ship during fueling operations in Norfolk, VA.  Response and recovery operations went well.  During the recovery effort, however, while trying to estimate the quantity spilled, a wide range of spill quantity and incorrect information was passed around that it was a 2,000-gallon spill   due to an off-hand conversation that was misquoted.  This misinformation resulted in Virginia Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) creating a new policy of issuing a notice of violation (NOV) for any spill greater than 500 gallons.  Be careful of what is said on the scene and make sure that misinformation is limited.

USACE

Representative Mickey Mulvenna was not present.

USDA 

Representative Kurt Gernerd was not present. 

DOT / PHMSA 

Alex Dankanich, Pipeline and Hazardous Materials Safety Administration, reported on the following issues:

· Natural gas well fire in southern Potter County/northern Clinton County, Pennsylvania – cut the aboveground sections of the pipeline off and had less of a heat affect on the environment.  When the pressure gets down, they will cap off the well.

· Incident in Appomattox County, Virginia on Sunday, September 14 – one of the three (B-pipeline) Williams pipelines from the Gulf of Mexico to New York area violently exploded out of the ground.  Initial reports say that corrosion of cathodic protection is the likely cause.  The other two pipelines are operating at 80% capacity.  PHMSA issued a corrective action order for the repair of Line B and to put it back in service.

· We have a lot of small natural gas wells going in western Pennsylvania, Ohio, and West Virginia. PA DOT has filed many requests for PHMSA to take over the gas gathering lines from natural gas lines.  PHMSA does not take regulatory control until the lines meet in a header line.

· The National Pipeline mapping system is available online.  The website provides information on the location of interstate transmission pipelines.  Go to http://www.npms.phmsa.dot.gov for more information.  Alternative access sites are also available from http://www.NPMS.dot.gov or http://www.PHMSA.dot.gov./..
DHS/PSA
Representative Bob Winters, Pennsylvania PSA, had nothing to report.

FOSC REPORTS (AREA COMMITTEE REPORTS)

The following sections describe FOSC reports addressed during the Standing RRT Meeting. 
EPA Region III OSC Reports 

 Steve Jarvela, EPA OSC, reported on the following issues:

· The EPA OSC site (http://www.epaosc.net) provides a link to active sites across the Region, as well as WebEOC login, and many other resources.

· A presentation was given during the Inland Area Committee Meeting by OSC Vince Zenone.  Mr. Zenone provided a summary of a major oil spill that occurred in his subarea of Pennsylvania. 

· Plans are underway to coordinate and conduct an inland area exercise, tentatively scheduled to overlap with the May 2009 RRT Meeting in Virginia Beach, VA.

· During an incident in Virginia a Lake Explorer II vessel owned by EPA released diesel fuel; EPA is now the responsible party (RP) for this incident. 

Sector Baltimore (Baltimore Area Committee) 

Representative Lt. Josh Blocker reported on the following issues:

· Sector Baltimore has been quiet in recent months; there have been several groundings but thankfully, no spill events.  Lt. Blocker provided handout of incidents since May.  There are a few more incidents to report since the handout was created.

· Sea Witch was federalized in July.  It is now floating and stable.  150,000 gallons of No. 6 oil was found between hulls, and more is expected to be found between other hulls.  The cleanup contractor will remove it via vacuum truck.

Sector Delaware Bay (Philadelphia Area Committee) 

Justin Gear, ENS, reported that recent incidents/responses include over 150 incidents (the busy season).  He also reported the following issues:

· Opened two Oil Spill Liability Trust Fund (OSLTF) actions; one for $15,000 for a spill in Atlantic City, NJ and one for $1M for two sunken tug boats in Schuylkill River in Philadelphia.

· Continuing to monitor leaching sites: Conoco Philips, Sunoco, Marcus Hook, Eagle Point, and Petty’s Island.

· Participated in the O Brien’s group exercise; for more information contact Jerry Conrad.

Sector Hampton Roads (Mid-Atlantic Coastal Area Committee) 
Representative Kevin Saunders reported on the following issues:

· Area Committee meeting will be on November 19, 2008 – please attend.  A tabletop exercise will be conducted for Places of Refuge.  

· Lake Explorer II incident in Norfolk, VA occurred on September 22, 2008, when the captain of the EPA Explorer II notified the NRC of a discharge of approximately 1400 gallons of diesel fuel oil.  The EPA's "Explorer II" was recently acquired through a transfer from NOAA.  The vessel's former name was the RUDE.

· A handout was provided with details on the sector’s responses.

Sector Buffalo – (Lake Erie Area Committee) 

Representative was not present.

Sector Ohio Valley
Capt. Hung Nguyen reported on the following issues: 

· Sector Ohio Valley covers multiple states and four federal regions (III, IV, and V, and VII) and deals with Huntington, WV and Pittsburgh MSUs.  In Huntington, a pipeline ruptured on mile marker 183.2 on the Ohio River; the response has been ongoing for over 3 weeks.  A safety zone is enforced around that operation.

· Statistics regarding reported incidents include a 60% reduction for last 8 years for oil, and a 100% reduction in hazmat incidents.  Prevention activities, such as talking with industry, have helped to reduce the number of incidents.

· Capt. Nguyen is a team leader for Joint Field Office (JFO) for USCG.  Shifted focus for the Gulf of Mexico/Texas Hurricane Gustav.  The JFO has now begun shifting focus from emergency support function (ESF) 9 to ESF 10.  Devastation in Galveston is unbelievable.
MSU Huntington – 

Representative Capt. Hung Nguyen had nothing additional to report for MSU Huntington.

MSU Pittsburgh (Port of Pittsburgh Area Committee)
Representative Steve Wischmann, Commander, reported on the following issues:

· Thanked Linda and Steve for getting everything ready and making this such a wonderful meeting. Also welcomed Capt. Andres.

· Few incidents to report.  Pittsburgh doesn’t have many of the risk factors that other ports have, but rivers are dynamic and unique environments that carry potential risks.  Brown water issues differ from blue water incidents.  Several commodities are handled and transferred within the area.  Barge traffic is safe and industry is self-policing.  

· Applaud the DHS PSA personnel and encourage others to build links with the PSAs and other DHS to help support our collective causes.

· Been working closely with partners within the region. Participated in the Three Rivers exercise.  Brought to light several interesting issues that we needed to address.  More than 10,000 feet of boom were deployed within the pools along the Ohio River by the pool coordinators between two lock and dam series.  Great exercise and good lessons learned.  

· Bridge’s Out exercise sponsored by FEMA and GSA.  The MSU participated in this exercise this summer.  The scenario forced all federal elements to move to their COOP sites.  MSU participated to bring reality to the exercise from the maritime perspective.  Great exercise and allowed us to evaluate our COOP planning.  Dr. Sochats from University of Pittsburgh helped out. 

· Relationships are everything, we need to foster our relationships and participate with the agencies.
MSU Wilmington 

Scott McGrew, LTJG, reported on the following issues:

· Wilmington and Sector North Carolina will have their area committee meeting on December 9, 2008, in Outer Banks, NC (not Morehead City)

· Completed their Area Maritime Security Training and Exercise Program (AMSTEP) and PREP exercises as required.

· Several small-scale incidents; nothing major.  

· Recreational vessel was removed from the water and salvaged at Castle Hayne, NC

· Second incident, an old fishing vessel sank at the dock and was causing a sheen.    Cleanup utilized our MSU boom to deploy prior to the arrival of an Oil Spill Removal Organization (OSRO).  Federalized the case due to non-action by the owner, and the waterway was blocked.  Removed the pollution source.  One month later, holes were patched and the vessel was re-righted.  

THREE RIVERS POLLUTION RESPONSE COUNCIL  

Edmund Miles, Treasurer, gave a brief summary of the background, operation, membership, and resources/capabilities of the Pollution Council. The Council was developed from the Oil Pollution Act of 1990 (OPA-90), and consists of 70 companies.
