MEETING NOTES

Mr. Stephen Jarvela welcomed all participants and had them introduce themselves and their agency affiliation.  

Inland Area Committee Plan Update
Mr. Jarvela opened the sessions with a discussion on the update process for the Inland Area Committee Plan (IACP) for Region III.  General updates have previously been completed; but now that the National Response Framework is finalized, updates need to be incorporated into the IACP.  The current IACP is a two-volume format; Volume I is the National Contingency Plan (NCP)/Regional Contingency Plan (RCP)/Oil Pollution Act (OPA) requirements, and Volume II includes the 14 Sub-Area Response Plans for Region III.  

Are there other ACPs that could be used as a template for the IACP update?  Discussion ensued regarding the appropriateness and information provided in other EPA regional IACPs in the US. Region V includes a lot of GIS mapping.  Region X has subareas based on geography.  Various State offices have broken down the Regions into specific response plans.  Region VIII is similar to the Region III ACP, but focuses on high level interest areas (high populations).  The original intent of OPA 90 was to focus response plans on ports and harbors, but now all geographic areas should be covered by an ACP.  OSCs should work closely with the state and local counterparts in their subareas to understand what data are available for that area, and how to access it.    
Mr. Mike Chezik, Department of Interior (DOI), recommended creating specific annexes, based on state-specific desires for planning (i.e., Radiation, Biological, Ethanol, etc.).  Each Subarea could then have its own annex with information/contacts specific to those issues (Rad, Bio resources).  
Ms. Chris Wagner, EPA Region III, suggested that the most current Sensitive Area information be included in planning and responses.  Where can current Sensitive Area information be obtained?  An EPA national workgroup on inland area planning is being established.  The goal of the workgroup is to get a handle on what agencies/organizations are providing mapping data, what they are mapping, and when will the data be published, etc.  Many EPA Regions are updating GIS systems.  Some national purchases are being considered (i.e., Nature Conservancy data).  Compiling and updating economic, archaeological, and other sensitive information is a massive undertaking.  The RRT needs to identify organizations that are tracking/maintaining data on their own, rather than creating the data from scratch.  The Department of Defense posts online sensitive area data for military bases.  National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration (NOAA) is converting navigation charts to electronic data, and creating mapping systems that will be transferrable between EPA and US Coast Guard (USCG). 
A suggestion was made to have a Nature Conservancy and/or a State Historic Preservation Office (SHPO) representative do a presentation on Sensitive Areas and the availability to provide data to the Region.  Ann Whelan, EPA Region V, may have contact information for someone who can discuss data from a national perspective.  Steve Jarvela will be in contact will Ann Whelan.
Are OSCs coordinating with State agencies to get access Sensitive Area, mapping information?  EPA has asked contractors to network with the federal, state, and trust agencies for their information.  

Additionally, each of the IACPs should be compared to the USCG Coastal Area Plans.  The format between the IACP and Coastal Plans is different; a detailed cross reference matrix is needed to assist in coordination between sections of the various plans.  
For all hazards planning, how much involvement should there be from Department of Homeland Security (DHS) in the IACPs?  Area planning requires identifying relationships between plans (Facility Response Plans, LEPC plans, etc.).  Does EPA have a list of critical infrastructure/key resources (CI/KR) within their planning area?  The IACPs currently focus on sensitive environmental and economic areas, not CI/KR.  DHS is pushing for the States to create lists of their own CI/KR.  Federal agencies list Tier I and II, then States are developing Tier III (sites critical to State).  Mr. Kerry Lieb, Pennsylvania Department of Environmental Protection (PADEP), recommends that the IACPs should include CI/KR.  The IACPs/Sun-Area plans should address, at a minimum, how CI/KR would be dealt with in a response.  Regional Protective Security Advisors (PSAs) could have input on this issue (contact Ray Hanna, DHS PSA for Maryland).  Port security also needs attention.  The National Geospatial Agency provides data to DHS.  Bob Pond and Ann Hayward Walker are working on this topic extensively.

**Action Item:  Steve Jarvela will send out the current Volume I ACP to the Inland Area Committee members by the end of October 2009.  The ACP will include edits to date, and comments received.  
**Action Item:  Committee members should provide Steve Jarvela (jarvela.stephen@epa.gov) their ideas on format (follow FEMA’s structure with annexes?), and any comments, revisions, or updates necessary by January 8, 2010.  The members are being asked to:

· Revise and update the agency-specific and State-specific components of the IACP Volume I and Sub-Area Response Plans.  
· Ensure that the information in the plans is updated and accurate, and that the information /initiatives that affect Region III are incorporated.  
· Include sources of information for CI/KR, environmental/ economically Sensitive Areas, etc.  Sector Delaware Bay has annexes set up for their Coastal Plan. Is the Oil Spill Response an annex in the State’s comprehensive plan? Pennsylvania uses the ESF system (i.e., ESF-10: Oil Spill and Hazard Response).  
· If IACP integrates with the State; the State needs to have a section in their plan to coordinate with Federal agencies.   
The January 2010 RRT III IAC meeting will serve as a working meeting to further review/revise the IACP.  Then an updated IACP can be finalized and distributed by the May 2010 RRT Meeting.  

Area Plan Fact Sheets 

The Information Workgroup completed an update of the federal agency Fact Sheets.  State Fact Sheets still need to be updated.  The federal agency Fact Sheets are available on the RRT III website, under the Fact Sheets tab (http://www.rrt3.nrt.org/).
G-20 Summit Update – Pittsburgh, PA – Marjorie Easton
Ms. Marjorie Easton provided the members with a summary of the EPA’s involvement in the G-20 Summit meeting being held in Pittsburgh, PA September 24 -25, 2009.  A “Command Post Rodeo” was recently held at the Pittsburgh International Airport as part of G-20 preparations.  All Pennsylvania Region 13 Counties (http://www.pa-region13.org/) showcased their command posts and tested interoperability among agencies (communications, equipment).  This showcase will be held on a triennial basis to make sure the coordinating agencies are updated and remain interoperable.  EPA used the ACU-1000 Modular Interface/Interconnect System to communicate among Command Posts.
At the G-20, EPA is providing support under the Consequence Management Section, and in the Fire/Hazmat Section in the ICS Structure.  EPA has a contingency of 25-30 people stationed at the Green Tree Best Western in Pittsburgh.  EPA will operate as normal if called for a response (provide rad scans, etc.).  The EPA Airborne Spectral Photometric Environmental Collection Technology (ASPECT) and Command Post are stationed at Washington County, Pennsylvania airport.  Two EPA liaisons will be stationed at the Emergency Operation Center (EOC).    
The G-20 planning efforts were significant.  Pre-deployments can be as effective, if not moreso as drills and exercises.  A Concept of Operations (CONOPs) and Incident Action Plan (IAP) were developed for the G-20 Summit.  Issues have been identified; such as should EPA OSCs be part of an interdiction team with Law Enforcement?  (Typically Civil Support Teams (CST) provide that support.)  The Atlantic Strike Team (AST) is participating, and is credentialed to enter the Exclusion Zone.  The National Counter-Terrorism Evidence Response Team (NCERT) is also deployed as part of planning efforts.   
EPA OSC REPORTS

1. Charlie Fitzsimmons (DC Extended Area, Northern Virginia, Maryland)

· Updated the DC Area Subarea Contingency Plan

· Continuing to visit Local Emergency Planning Committees (LEPCs).

· Mr. Fitzsimmons has been on detail for the past six months with the newly formed District Department of the Environment (DDOE).  DDOE is in the process of hiring an environmental response manager.  In the future, DC will have more involvement at RRT III meetings. 
2. Anne Breslin (Northwest Pennsylvania)
· Deputy to Vince Zenone (EPA OSC)
· Providing outreach to counties, participating in Counter-Terrorism Task Force meetings, and overlapping with Marjorie Easton in the areas where their response authorities overlap.
· Attending meetings regarding oil spill/maritime security on US/Canadian waters.

· Attended Agro-Terrorism drill in Lawrence County, which provided a good networking opportunity.
3. Marjorie Easton (Southwest Pennsylvania/West Virginia) and Joe Albert
· G-20 Summit Update (see notes above)
· West Virginia/Ohio River Focus Group – still need to map sections of the Ohio River.  Some of the first mapped sections will need to be ground-truthed.  Also determining how the information can be shared.  The outfall survey of Ohio River (started in 2002), used to map outfalls of the river (GPS points, photographs) continues.  A goal is to cross- reference the outfalls with the National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) permit database.  The database was not very accurate, however.  Eventually, the information can be included in the IACP.     

4. Chris Wagner (Southeast Virginia / Tidewater) 
· Thanked all members for their help and participation in the May National Preparedness for Response Exercise Program1 (PREP) drill.  Follow-up was good, and on-going work continues.  One lesson learned from this exercise was that security does affect the response, especially for a major response.  Transportation Worker Identification Credential (TWIC) Cards were an issue for contractors to gain access to certain areas for the response.
· Two exercises are coming up in November 2009; one in Norfolk and one in Chesterfield, Virginia.
· Two exercises are coming in the Spring 2010; one in Portsmouth and one in Hopewell, Virginia.
· Ms. Wagner is continuing to revise the Sub-Area Response Plan to focus on updating watershed areas (James River and Elizabeth River), and will include North Carolina in the Plan.  A cross-border exercise is coming up with North Carolina (Ken Raine is the EPA OSC posted in Raleigh, NC).

5. Greg Ham (Southcentral Pennsylvania) 

· Attending LEPC plan meetings

· Conducting Spill Prevention, Control, and Countermeasure (SPCC) and Facility Response Plan (FRP) inspections and reviewing facility plans.
· Working with Michelle Price-Fay, EPA Region III, to attend workshops on Tier II reporting and other issues.
6. Steve Jarvela – Inland Area Committee Chair
· Three OSCs (1 primary, 2 alternate) will be assigned for each Sub-Area.  The updated map is available at www.epaosc.org/R3IAC.  The counties and jurisdictions that participate in each Sub-Area are included on the updated map.  

· New OSCs will get more exposure to planning activities.

· Huntington Sub-Area:  Bob Kelly (Lead); Deb Lindsay - assisting Marjorie Easton in the Pittsburg/Southwest Pennsylvania, and Huntington, West Virginia Area. 

· Shenandoah Valley Sub-Area:  Don McLaughlin, and Cindy Santiago (former R6).

· Upper Chesapeake Sub-Area:  Eugene Dennis will be taking the lead from Kevin Boyd.

· Southcentral Virginia Sub-Area:  Myles Bartos (Lead); Dom Ventura is the alternate. Dom Ventura is getting more involved in Area Planning. 

· Environmental/Economically Sensitive Areas – please let Steve Jarvela know if you have access to data (electronic/mapped/hardcopy), so it can be acquired and incorporated.  Preferably, data will be provided on DVD, and have the ability to run the data on an online application (i.e., Google Earth).   

· Where can latest Sensitive Area information be obtained?  Is Sensitive Area data available for individual counties?  The latest Sensitive Area version was shipped out to various LEPCs, Counties, and industries in 2001.  Facility information is available for state/county counterparts.  Each FRP/SPCC facility should at least include the maximum capacity, facility boundary lines, and a 24-hr point of contact, etc.  Eventually, the FRP/SPCC data will be compiled into one clearinghouse.  Quality control and validation of the data would be needed before releasing the data.

· LEPC/FRP/SPCC Programs were once linked; now LEPCs and FRP/SPCC facilities are separate programs.  Unannounced exercises are secure information (only a few people will know).  The USCG and EPA do not know when an unannounced exercise is being conducted, but that information should be coordinated at the high level (not public).  The FRP/SPCC inspections schedule should be distributed to Sub-Area leads (currently, the OSC is notified only a few days prior).  Early notification to the OSC will be helpful.  There has been a higher level of coordination among EPA/CG for these inspections.

7. Eugene Dennis (Upper Chesapeake)
· Worked on Wicomico County for a response plan for Wicomico River. 
· Will work with Kevin Boyd to update the Upper Chesapeake Sub-Area Response Plan.
· Attended LEPCs within the Sub-Area.
8. Joe Arena  
· Nothing to report.
**Action Item:  Mr. Jarvela requested that he and Linda Marzulli or the Sub-Area OSCs be made aware of any exercises so that the RRT can have good representation in the area to interact with the local response community.
