MEETING NOTES:

Ms. Debbie Lindsey welcomed all participants and had them introduce themselves and their agency affiliation.  Today, EPA has established an Industry-led PREP exercise with the local Marathon Oil facility on the Kanawha River.  This exercise is designed to involve the coordination and efforts of an in-land spill within the first valve of piping.  The scenario starts as a piece of equipment backs up, and strikes the largest tank on the Marathon tank farm, damaging the tank and allowing an uncontrolled discharge of gasoline into the tank farm containment area.  

Local Emergency responders applied a foam blanket over the containment area to assist in the suppression of explosive vapors and worked to develop a patch for the tank.  Efforts were initiated to transfer some of the gasoline from the largest tank over to other tanks on the property.  

The exercise commenced with boom deployment.  Local and State agencies were activated and the Incident Command Post stood up at the hotel.  Participation was good.
