MEETING NOTES:

Dennis Carney and Dave Ormes made opening remarks.  Everyone present was asked to introduce themselves.

We will be reviewing the ATHOS 1 incident.  Please keep in mind that many of the issues being brought up are being addressed by the response and our individual workgroups, but in general, this response had many positives about it.  This was the largest incident with responder involvement in many years and all of our hard work has paid off.  

Welcome to Maryland, Kendl Philbrick, MDE

Alan Williams welcomed everyone to MD and Hunt Valley and then introduced his boss – Kendl Philbrick of the MDE.  Thank you for doing what you are doing.  The RRT efforts have paid off and you work together effectively as a team.  We rely on this RRT.  

Mr. Philbrick publicly thanked Alan Williams and his dedication to the state, and MDE.  His participation in the RRT is critical for the state of MD.  Thank you again for being here.  

Emergency Response Management System – James Artis, Jr., Baltimore County Department of Emergency Management

Mr. Artis provided the RRT with a summary of the response capability of the local level.  He had just attended the state Emergency Management Meeting where they were discussing the National Incident Management System (NIMS).  Team building within the state is critical.  Our partnerships within MDE and partnerships with your agencies is very comforting.

Next, Mr. Artis gave the members a brief overview of the types of training / efforts being undertaken at the local level with a slide show from one of their HAZMAT exercises that was centered on an incident on the light rail system in MD.  

RRT III Coordinator’s Report – Linda Baines, D5 USCG

Welcome and thank you for your participation in this meeting.  We have had a very productive meeting.  Last night we went to the MD Emergency Operations Center (EOC).  We want to thank the MD EMA for the tour; the facility is very impressive.

WORKGROUP REPORTS:

Executive Committee Report – RRT Co-Chairs 

1. Working on the annual 2005 Work Plan for the RRT – This will be finalized in early February and will be presented at NRT/RRT co-chairs Meeting in March.

2. The Workgroups have already identified some action items from the ATHOS 1 incident to work on in the future.  The Co-chairs have asked each Workgroup chair to summarize all of the comments and issues identified during the ATHOS 1 debrief to make sure we go thru them all and assign the appropriate Workgroup for follow-up on the issues.  

3. The Committee members are discussing potential changes our RRT Standing Meeting format to reduce the amount of time spent on Thursday in the Standing Meeting.  The Executive Committee has been asked to provide comments on how to best address this issue.  This topic will be readdressed during the May 2005 RRT Meeting.

4. The NRT/RRT Co-chairs meeting is the first week in March – if you have any specific issues associated with things that your organizations need for implementation of the NRP – please let the co-chairs know so that they can get feed back and assist in the NRP training roll-out.  The RRT will conduct National Response Plan (NRP) training during the May 2005 meeting.

NRDA Workgroup – Ben Anderson, DNREC

Two topics were covered during our workgroup meeting: 

1. Shoreline Cleanup Assessment Team (SCAT) Preparedness and Training – Ed Levine (NOAA) provided a SCAT evaluation from ATHOS 1.  In terms of SCAT, this was an exemplary response.  We had conducted SCAT training at a PREP drill a year before and also at the RRT meeting.  This training resulted in ready cadre of SCAT personnel – we were way ahead in the spill with our data collection efforts due to this preparation.  We had enough teams to do the work required to provide information to Ops on the status of the environment.  Pre-training is critical.  We need to do more training.  

2. NRDA during the ATHOS 1 Incident  – Frank Csulak provided a summary for the NRDA operations for ATHOS 1 – to date, the NRDA has been going very well.  This was his first spill where NRDA was supported and coordination was there.  The RP is cooperating and contractors and trustees have all been working well together.  The ATHOS 1 is a text book response. We will have a follow-up at the May RRT meeting for the NRDA for the ATHOS 1 incident. 

Spill Response Countermeasure Workgroup – Linda Ziegler, EPA

1. CIAgent ARTES evaluation – The ARTES evaluation for CIAgent, a solidifier listed on the NCP Product Schedule, has been postponed due to the ATHOS 1 incident.  This evaluation will be completed in the near future.

2. The Region III Guidelines for ISB of Oil Impacted Herbaceous Wetlands was adopted by the Executive Committee as a guidance document for the RRT III tool box.

3. Chronology of RRT correspondence for the M/V ATHOS 1 incident that applied to this workgroup was cataloged and is presented in a handout.

4. Conducted an ATHOS 1 panel debrief on the aspects of spill response countermeasures for this incident – Panelists included Gary Ott (NOAA), Ed Levine (NOAA), Kevin Boyd (EPA), and Marcos Aquinos (EPA).  During this discussion, the members identified several agenda items to work on in 2005 – including: 

· Surface Washing Agent use for effectiveness testing – develop standardized, test volumes that the RRT will grant for immediate approval to determine if a product can provide value for the response.  This is effectiveness testing, not operational testing.

· Re-evaluating the Region III De-canting checklist to make it more streamlined

· Other issues associated with the use of National Product Schedule products. 

Information Management Workgroup – Catherine Pomerantz, FEMA

Largest part of yesterdays’ meeting focused on the ATHOS 1 incident.  Topics of discussion included:

1. Information Management fact sheet that can be used for the Public Affairs Officer (PAO) coming into an incident – this fact sheet will identify the resources that are available to the PAO from the various responding agencies.

2. Posting of the POLREPS on the ResponseLink system – Catherine will be following up on this issue and hope to have it addressed for the next meeting.

3. EPA Telecommunications draft plan for 2005 – being reviewed and will provide feedback

4. Use of FEMA resources during a spill incident – it may be possible to access FEMA resources during a non-Stafford Act incident; Catherine has begun drafting some language for the possibility.

Wildlife Workgroup – Mike Chezik, DOI

Had a panel discussion by three representatives from USFWS (Peter McGowan, Chris Guy, and Susan Lingenfelser) and Tri-State (Eileen Gilbert).  The review and subsequent discussion went very smoothly.  Not too many issues were identified for additional focus by this workgroup, primarily communication problems.  There were some opportunities where they advanced the wildlife response through the use of a stupefying agent when the USDA’s APHIS personnel were enlisted for recovery operations for oiled birds.  Have to have USDA approval to use stupefying agents and there is a required 30-day holding period to clear the agent from the bird’s system because it was currently hunting season and the agent is bad for humans.

Tri-State did a wonderful job for this incident.  

Training Workgroup – Gary Ott, NOAA

Training for Shoreline Countermeasure Assessment Teams (SCAT) is now being scheduled for late winter in Philadelphia to train responders for the spring evaluations for the ATHOS 1 incident – Ed Levine will be in charge of this training.  Additional SCAT training is also being scheduled for the Baltimore/Annapolis area and again prior to the Hampton Roads PREP exercise this fall.

Inland Area Committee Report –Steve Jarvela, EPA OSC

1. Focused on our 2005 Work plan – two key endeavors include the continued efforts in GIS database development for the Inland Area that are ongoing and trying to reinvigorate and focus on some of the networking that needs to go on with our state counterparts relative to GIS databases.  

2. In the third quarter of 2006, the Region III inland area is scheduled for an industry-led PREP exercise.  At the next RRT meeting we will begin soliciting for a volunteer RP as well as being the pre-planning process for this exercise.

3. Kevin Boyd updated his sub area plan for the Northern Chesapeake area – copies are available.

4. We had a presentation on the GIS efforts in WV by E&E.  

STATE AND COMMONWEALTH REPORTS

Maryland – Alan Williams, MDE

1. Nothing much to report.

2. We will continue monitoring the Delaware River spill; conducted monitoring at the C&D canal but did not see any operational issues to respond to.  Notified Ocean City to expect tar ball accumulations on their beaches in late winter based on the NOAA modeling predictions.

3. The state of Maryland EOC will be operated for Presidential Inauguration.

Pennsylvania --Charlie High, PA DEP

1. The State EOC was activated during several hurricane and flooding events in recent months.  We continue to be busy on the collection of orphan drums, tanks, etc.  

2. PA DEP has responded to a large motor oil spill from a tank truck on US Route 30 in Beaver County near WV.  Lots of oil was spilled into an unnamed tributary. An underflow dam and vac trucks were used to contain and remove the oil from the water; extensive soil excavation at the accident site was also required.

3. An apple farm and chemical wholesaler in Erie County was the target of the US drug enforcement agency due to the presence of containers of crystallized ether (explosive hazard) plus additional incompatibles and 2-10 lbs of Uranium Oxide.  This was a Non-issue for USDEA based on the products involved. 

4. PA DEP responded to an incident involving the deliberate discharge of oil into a marsh in Huntington County; PA DEP initiated a PRFA to clean up the site.

5. The ATHOS 1 incident occurred at the end of November and was a full scale response.  PA DEP participated in the UC, SCAT, and NRDA processes, including issuing waivers to landfills to accept the waste.

6. PA DEP participated in several unknown 55 gallon drum dumping incidents in rural township in Erie County.

7. Responded to large structure fire at an electro-platers in Wrights County.

Delaware –Kurt Ruther, DNREC

1. DNREC was involved in the UC for the ATHOS 1 incident.  We have been told to expecting tar balls to begin showing up on Delaware beaches in the spring.  Continuing to monitor the situation and track the issues.

2. From UC standpoint – this was a remarkable response; lots to be proud of for this response and use as a model for multi-jurisdictional response in the future.  

3. WW II Ordnance co-mingled with clamshell used for driveways – This has been an ongoing problem in Delaware.  The US Dept. of Defense Unexploded Ordnance (UXO) teams and the US Army Corps have identified 100 driveways to screen for ordnance that may contain the blister agent Mustard gas.  

4. The State and EPA are working to cleanup and remediate at the Medicam facility that is contaminated with Flurobenzene.  The Company has declared bankruptcy and demolition of the site is beginning.  The Community is satisfied to date with the response by both agencies.

5. Delaware will stand up their Emergency response teams for pre-deployment and rapid response (if necessary) for the Governor’s inauguration later this month.  

Virginia 

Brett Burdick – VA DEM – not present

Janet Queisser – VA DEQ

1. Most of the recent incidents have been transportation accidents.

2. The state of Virginia is a participating agency in the pre-deployment efforts for the Presidential inauguration.  

3. The State will continue to monitor for tar balls from the ATHOS 1 incident in the future.

DOC – Ed Levine, DOC – NOAA SSC and RRT REP

Ed Levine will be on assignment for 2 months for overseas assignment in June s part of his mentoring program in NOAA.  Gary Ott and Steve Lehman will be on call for him during these absences.

DOI – Mike Chezik, DOI 

1. Mike wanted to extend appreciation to USCG and the other agencies that continue to respond to the ATHOS 1 incident.  A wonderfully coordinated response.  DOI resources have benefited greatly from the cooperation and coordination of all response parties.

2. Mike has hired another person to assist him in the office, Valincia Darby.  She previously worked for the state of Georgia addressing compliance issues.  Mike will bring her to the May RRT meeting.  

ATSDR – Bucky Walters 

1. Cdr. Tom Mignone from the CDC is the senior public health and preparedness program contact for Region III.  

2. Planning continues for the strategic national stockpile for a major medical incident with preparedness exercises for ground-truthing.  The CDC is placing antidotes in the larger metropolitan area JICs.  These stockpiles are accessible directly by the states and municipalities while waiting for backups from CDCs.

3. ATSDR is evaluating emergency room diagnoses, EMS calls, over-the-counter pharmaceutical sales and other commercial laboratory tests as a way to help monitor and determine if there are any disease problems as an early warning.

4. ATSDR and CDC stand ready for medical deployment during incidents with mass casualties. 

FEMA/DHS – Catherine Pomerantz

1. The NRP independent study course on line at http://training.fema.gov/EMIWeb/IS/is800.asp. 

2. Region III FEMA will be standing up the Regional Response Coordination Center (RRCC) for the Presidential Inauguration.

3. FEMA continues to compiling a national database for exercise information; please get a list of all available exercises and drills to Catherine Pomerantz.

GSA – MaryAnn Toniazzo - Region III

1. Provided hurricane support to Region III in Virginia, West Virginia, Pennsylvania, and Delaware, including providing over 500 square feet of space and 78 acres of land in Florida and Alabama in response to Hurricane Ivan.

2. The Region III GSA continues to work on training and NIMS outreach.

3. GSA will be conducting Continuity of Operations (COOP) training and workshops throughout Region III.

USDOT  - Tony Murray/RSPA office of Hazmat Safety

1. DOT has distributed the new 2004 ERG.  The point of contact for a copy is through the National Response Team representative.  States can get copies of the document from their state EMA Offices.  Electronic Copies are available on line at: http://hazmat.dot.gov/pubs/erg2004/gydebook.htm.   

2. Tony provided a handout on the ERG changes and updates for RRT members.  A key change is the addition of radiological agents to the guidebook.

3. On April 26-27th 2005 in Richmond VA, DOT will be providing a multi-modal training seminar that will be open to public.  There will also be workshops on transporting HAZMAT in commerce.  Please pre-register for these courses.  Brochures are available from Tony.

USACOE – Micky Mulvanna

1. The ATHOS 1 incident was a large scale response for the ACOE.  Corps survey personnel from Philadelphia performed the initial hydrographic surveys to assist the USCG in identifying the cause of the puncture on the vessel.  Corps personnel also provided Public Affairs specialists to work at the CP. 

2. Corps personnel provided engineering support for the intake shut down at the Salem Nuclear Power Plant in New Jersey and we also involved in the waterways management group in the CP.  

3. Micky Mulvanna participated on the Information Management Workgroup’s panel discussion for Public Affairs issues and needs identified following the ATHOS 1 incident.  This was a very productive discussion.

4. Carmine Leone introduced himself to the RRT.  He will be working with Micky and is available to the RRT.

OSHA / DOL – Dave Zwolak

1. Dave will soon be reassigned to the OSHA national office and will no longer be attending these RRT meetings. His replacement will be present at the May 2005 meeting.  Thank you for you interactions. Still available and in the area.

PRESENTATION: OSHA Regional Emergency Response Plan (REMP) – 
David Zwolak - OSHA

This presentation will be available on the OSHA website (www.osha.gov) and the Region III RRT website - http://www.uscg.mil/lantarea/rrt/index.htm.

With the advent of HSPD 5, OSHA was activated to get more involved with the response community.  Mr. Zwolak provided the members with an overview of OSHA’s involvement in the NRP / NIMS and the mandates required for compliance.  OSHA developed a National Emergency Management Plan (NEMP) that includes agency response strategies, coordination with state plans, specialized teams, and the development of Regional Emergency Response Plans (REMPs).  

REMPS establish the regional role of OSHA including a listing of OSHA resources that are available to the Response Team for any response. OSHA has strategically placed responder personnel throughout the region so that they can be onsite within 1-2 hours during a major incident.  For OSHA personnel to report on scene, they have several activation criteria.  He further defined  the role of OSHA and the regulatory / statutory requirements that back up their presence as an assistance role for a response.  He also provided a list of the teams and resources that can be brought to Region III.

OSHA response personnel were activated for the ATHOS 1 incident.  They provided technical assistance and advance emergency preparedness.  

FOSC REPORTS (Area Committee Reports)

EPA Region III OSC EPA Reports

Each EPA region has a certified Incident Management Team (IMT).  The Region III IMT is trained and will ready to respond.  They are taking advantage of the Presidential Inauguration to test their IMT by pre-deploying to Ft. Meade, MD.  Charlie Fitzsimmons is our IMT Incident Commander.  We will be deploying our ASPEC (specialized monitoring platform) and TAGA (Trace Atmospheric Gas Analyzer) for monitoring this event.

Activities Baltimore (Baltimore Area Committee) – Captain Curt Springer

1. The USCG Commandant has approved transfer of 8 jurisdictions to be a national federal region (In Federal Register today); this formalizes the reorganization of the Activities Baltimore Area of Responsibility process.  

2. As we try to update our ACP, we find that our Environmental Sensitivity Index (ESI) maps are over 20 years old.  These maps need to be updated.  

MSO Philadelphia (Philadelphia Area Committee) – LT Becky Jones

1. The MSO is heavily involved in ATHOS 1 incident –more detail at the presentation later.

2. On May 1st the Philadelphia ACP update is due and it is being modified to incorporate the lessons learned from this incident and our PREP exercise in this update.

3. A Radiological exercise is schedule for May using the ACP Radiological Annex.

4. Three vessels sank in the same week and the MSO responded to them with Atlantic Strike Team (AST) support.  

MSO Hampton Roads (Mid Atlantic Coastal Area Committee) – 
CDR Steve Hanewich 

1. MSO Hampton Roads continue to coordinate with MARAD regarding the removal and cleanup of the James River Reserve Fleet (JRRF).  We have had 6 vessels removed to Brownsville, TX resulting in more than 1M gallons of the potential oil contained by the fleet being removed.  An additional 12 vessels are scheduled to be removed and scrapped in 2005.  This removal remains a high priority for the MSO.  

2. We are beginning our preparations for our government-led PREP exercise that is scheduled for October 2005. We will be coordinating with the Area Committee to get an industry volunteer to serve as the RP.

3. No significant incidents to report.

MSO Wilmington (Southern Coastal NC Area Committee)– 
Captain Jane Hartley 

1. Hurricane recovery continues in North Carolina from the many impacts during this storm season.  This year, the MSO was provided a new response tool – Hurrivac 2000 from FEMA – we had to get waiver to use it but it is worth the effort.  Hurrivac 2000 is an outstanding tool that provides information on the hurricanes and what they are doing, it also gave excellent evacuation (real-time) route information.  

2. MSO Wilmington is scheduled for an industry led PREP exercise in August 2005.  We will be conducting a weeklong event that will include the PREP drill.  During this same timeframe, other DOD and state agencies will be conducting their drills and exercises simultaneously in order to activate the State’s response cell so that they can practice managing multiple events.  Want this to be a significant learning, growth event.

MSO Buffalo – CDR Paul Gugg

1. Nothing significant to report.

2. MSO Buffalo received the tail ends of several hurricanes this season resulting in debris and minor sinking incidents within our AOR.

3. USCG HQ has plans to reorganize the MSO that will result with the AOR expanding into Ohio.  The new AOR for MSO Buffalo will be in Region II and III and now V.

Additional TOPOFF activities will be conducted in the United Kingdom as part of a partnership to strengthen security in both nations.  They are looking for outside evaluators.

PRESENTATION – NRP Implementation and Roll-out – CDR Jeff Gafkjen, USCG G-MOR

DHS has stood up an Interagency Oversight Committee and a Implementation Team.  The NRP was approved in Mid-November and signed by First of December.  A public announcement regarding the NRP roll-out took place on January 6, 2005.  The Implementation schedule was initiated on December 15, 2004 (120 days) and we are required to have full implementation by April 14, 2005.  The NRP has federal requirements for agencies that are detailed in the Letter of instruction on plan maintenance.

Three phases of implementation – 

· Phase 1 – first 60 days (Ending Feb 13) – introduction; 

· Phase 2 – day 60 –120 and ends on April 14, 2005 – plan modification. 

· Phase 3 – Implement and exercise (120 days to year 1)

In September 2005, the implementation plan requires that all national-level interagency plans have completed their updates to align with NIMS and NRP requirements.  DHS is working to get the SOPs for the various positions out for planning purposes so that plans can accurately reflect the new regulations and requirements.  The plan will be on a four year cycle for modification and update.

The FRP, FRERP, INRP, and CONPLAN are superceded by NRP.

The NRP Roll-out consists of the following strategies: 

· Seminars and briefings

· Six one-day seminars in key locations: Miami, Chicago, Los Angeles, Seattle, New York, Washington - Dates TBD

· Federal partner briefings

· Briefings and workshop at other conferences and meetings

· Training

· Web-based training 

· Distance learning through EENET Satellite broadcast

· Interagency coordination of ongoing training

PRESENTATION – ATHOS 1 Incident – CDR Roger Laferriere, AST and Dave Ormes, USCG

Cdr. Laferriere provided the members with a summary of the incident, the problems faced, and issues addressed for the Unified Command during the ATHOS 1 incident.  

The overall spill objectives were to:

· Safeguard human health

· Protect sensitive areas

· Recover the spilled oil

· Recovery/rehab wildlife

· Mitigate impacts to shipping and port facilities

· Lighter the affected vessel

Unusual acts that contributed to the success of the incident:

· The AST and GST were on scene at the UC and acted as a liaison for the response and to ensure that ICS was working on a timely schedule.  Using the Strike Team services in this manner helped the UC stay focused.

· The RP did the right thing - they hired a safety group to monitor the actions of the response and brought in the submerged oil specialists from the Morris J. Berman incident from 1994 to recover the sunken oil.  

· The RP also hired a distributor to work in the logistics section – ARAMSCO equipment distributor – the addition of these experts in this section made distribution quick and easier for everyone.  In addition, they contracted with a Home Depot person to be on scene to provide for all additional response small needs.  These additions saved money in the long-run.

· The UC was able stayed focused on the response.

· A JIC was established right away and were able to develop press releases continuously that were reviewed and released by UC to meet the needs of the media.  The JIC personnel made sure that they were very available to the UC.  The JIC also established a website for incident at www.incidentinfo.com.  

· For field inspections, the JIC brought technical experts along to answer questions.  

· Open houses and community meetings were held.

· Responded to regular Congressional conference calls.

· Created units within Planning section to address specific needs – e.g., salvage plans; vessel cleanup prioritization and facility decon; recreational boats; deep winter operations plan; submerged oil recovery plan; nuclear power plant engineering unit, etc.

· Used a risk focus approach – we needed to determine what the risk of the submerged oil was to the nuclear power plant.  NOAA provided excellent assistance.  The facility did not have a defined level of risk prior to the incident.  We were able to determine that booming down-river with the weather conditions would not be effective and more of a risk to human life.

· Utilized state and USCG monitors to ensure that the Incident Action Plan (IAP) was being followed and that the numbers were being utilized as specified.

The biggest lesson learned was that we need to have a full-time dedicated IT staff for the UC equipment and technology needs.
