Dear RRT Member or Associated Organization:

The U.S. Coast Guard and the Region IV Regional Response Team (RRT) is sponsoring National Interagency Incident Management System (NIIMS), Incident Command System (ICS) training in mid to late August in Jacksonville, FL and in Savannah, GA.  Each training session will be conducted by the Coast Guard’s Gulf Strike Team.  The ICS training will focus on the use of this response management system specifically for mounting a response to a pollution incident, although these concepts are used for other contingencies.  The training, which will be provided in a classroom setting, will address:

· Principles and Features of ICS

· Organizational Overview of ICS

· Incident Facilities and Resources

· Common ICS Responsibilities

· History of ICS

· ICS Position Descriptions and Responsibilities 

Each class/course will be able to accommodate up to 40 people.  We are seeking participation from RRT member agencies and associated organizations, Area Committee members/participants, and industry.  The course in each location is one day (8 AM to 4 PM) in duration and is a no cost event.  

The course in Jacksonville, FL will be held on August 18, 1998.  The exact location of the training will be forwarded to interested parties by separate correspondence as final arrangements are made.

The course in Savannah, GA will be held on August 20, 1998.  The exact location of the training will also be forwarded to interested parties by separate correspondence as final arrangements are made.
