Synopsis for June 6, 2006 
Welcome and announcements from Co-Chairs:

CAPT Chris Conklin, U.S. Coast Guard; and John Kennedy, U.S. EPA (Acting Co-Chair)
DOH HEER Office Update -- Curtis Martin 
· Meth Lab legislation in Legislature that will set clean-up standards
· ICS training by USCG and others is coming up in Hawaii and Oahu
· DLNR given legislative authority for vessel salvage and removal, and recovery of costs from owners – however agency received no extra funding for this work
· Looking for an area to scuttle ships (e.g. Casitas) requires significant coordination.  EPA can get permit issues in about one week

· Triethylamine Spill - Liz Galves (SOSC) responded 60 gallons of triethylamine on Kauai (5/27/06)
· PENCO- International Diesel Express – near Kalihi stream that drains into Honolulu harbor, diesel spill in parking lot,  flushed 25 gallons of diesel  (5-28-06)
· Chevron Pipeline Spill – Terry Corpus (SOSC) responded – 20-30 bbls of oil, very viscous, like syrup, spilled from pipeline; RP responded, patched the pipeline and cleaned up contaminated soils. (6/30/06)
US Coast Guard Update -- LCDR Adam J. Tyndale


Tesoro Pipeline discharge – Off-loading Arabian extra light crude; 20 gallons original estimate at 2300hrs on 5/20/06; upped to 1200 gallons by mid-day of 5/21/06;  MSRC and CIC used absorbents but oil evaporated fast; no need for dispersants.  Over flight did find some wayward absorbent booms which were recovered.  Only about 5 barrels of product impacted adsorbents were recovered.


In response to a question about in-situ burning it was stated that it is generally not done, due to the fact that oils can be hard to light and keep burning.  Petroleum products that do burn well usually evaporate or are mechanically degraded at a fast rate.
LEPC, Honolulu -- Leland Nakai


Acquired a DOT HMEP grant to undertake two projects to be completed by September  
· Update Honolulu Harbor (and Sand Island) facilities listings, to include Kakaako/Waikiki area. They have surveyed over 5,000 business and 136 have been studied in detail using RMP guidelines.
· Working closely with Hawaii DOH on EPCRA-Tier II “disconnects” for facilities in the Honolulu area.  Some of the smaller facilities are unaware of their reporting requirements.  Still are issues related to database compatibility with Honolulu Fire Department.   

US EPA – TOPOFF - 4 Update  --  Lance Richman


Discussed the three objectives EPA Region IX has proposed for T-4 activities on Guam



I.
PREPARE:  Prepare responding agencies (including the DoD/Services) in the Western Pacific to initiate response, notify, control and, if possible, mitigate the adverse environmental and human health impacts for the first three calendar days of an incident of national significance (INS).



II
MOBILIZE: Exercise the timely (defined as three calendar days), effective and efficient mobilization of a full range of EPA emergency response operational assets to an INS located in the Western Pacific.



III
RESPOND: Exercise effective and efficient consequence management (clean up) in the Western Pacific.


Note:  Scott Mitchem (DHS)  noted that the FBI and others may work out of Honolulu on this exercise due to costs.

Additional damage assessment work is nearly complete by the responsible parties for the Cape Flattery grounding.  



No news on the Casitas grounding.  The Casitas was charted by NOAA and ran aground on Pearl and Hermes reef in the northern Hawaiian Island chain.  A number of issues remain: alien species (insects, plants) that may have come ashore with crew and reef damage.

US Navy --  Cynthia Pang 



The Navy will undertake their annual response exercise on 21-23Aug.  Fred Stroud  (EPA) will be coming to Hawaii to support the deployment of response/assessment equipment in the near-shore area and Ruth Yender (NOAA) will work with the Navy on a shoreline assessment of Pearl Harbor (SCAT).



The Navy is developing a resources guide for response assets – SUPSALV listings, laboratory capacities, etc.


She will be involved in HAZCAT training with Honolulu Fire Department.
US Coast Guard, Pacific Strike Team --  Anthony Lloyd



Two Strike team members responded to an EPA request on American Samoa for removal of PCB transformer oil from two transformers at LBJ Hospital as well as some high school laboratory chemicals.


New chain of command/re-organization is under way in the NSF.  Many USCG deployment groups will be reorganized consistent with Commandant Thad Allen’s vision post Katrina.

US DHS - FEMA --  Matt Bradley



Work is underway at FEMA to proposed revisions to NIMS based on the Katrina response.  Matt has been active undertaking evaluations of NIMS compliance at local jurisdictions.  Many of the jurisdictions are not successfully achieving NIMS compliance as required.

Upcoming ICS training:  ICS 300 in August 14-16 on Guam, ICS 300 August 28-30 in Hawaii (possible in September as well) followed by ICS 400 in September-October.  


NOAA with Coast Guard support held a workshop in Palau on assessing damage to a reef.  


This July 20th the BCE Task Force (Capt. Tucher) is meeting to work on addressing Harbor of Safe Refuge guidelines for shipping and passenger vessels.


LCDR Curatilo was a presenter at an Avian Influenza conference to discuss the activation of the National Response Plan.
