DURING DISASTER OPERATIONS
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The following represents general directions and guidance for States/Tribes to consider when requesting carcass disposal support from the Federal Emergency Management Agency during disaster operations.  These considerations represent a limited amount of options and your experiences may be different.  USDA APHIS and our partner agencies in ESF 11 are continually exploring alternative methodologies in supporting this issue and welcome your input and suggestions.  
SUGGESTIONS/CONSIDERATIONS:

Preparedness/Planning

A.  Determine your jurisdictions capability and authorities including capacity, costs, restrictions, permits, disposal sites, etc..

B.  What method (e.g., air curtain incineration, burial, rendering, etc.) of disposal would work best for your agency and jurisdiction?

C.  Know agency process for requesting assistance from other jurisdictions or venues.

D.  Know the FEMA Public Assistance Program eligibility guidelines.
