Agency Role.

South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control (SCDHEC) is the State agency responsible for protecting and promoting public health and the environment.  SCDHEC is designated a natural resource trustee in the State of South Carolina under the federal Comprehensive Environmental Response Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA). 

Responsibilities.

South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control (SCDHEC) has been designated as the agency responsible for responding to and investigating:

· Spills and releases of oil and hazardous materials; and
